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do a p p r e c ia t e t hi n g s t h a t hav e age . I woul d l i k e t o t hi nk t ha t
i n s o m e c a se s w i s dom comes wi t h t h at age . I wou l d a l so l i ke t o
believe that in the case of inanimate things that there is a l s o
still value. Whe ther it's an old building, whether it's an old
vehicle, it still has value and w e should not simply discard i t
out of hand and put it in a scrap heap somewhere, bulldoze it
over in the case of a building, and not appreciate the labor and
t he t i m e t h a t w e n t i nt o c r e a t i ng a n d p ut t i ng i t i nt o ope r a t i on .
So I think we need to place more emphasis on the value of things
that are o lder and not just disregard them, destroy them, and
then go out and buy something new to replace them. O ld th ings
do have value and I believe that we need to put more emphasis on
that, and that repairing those things, keeping them in service,
is a good and wise use of our resources. And I continue to b e
concerned a b out wh e t her or not we us e or abu se our r e s o urces,
particularly those that aren't renewable. S o for tho se t wo
reasons, I would encourage support for my amendment. Those are
my reasons in supporting the amendment. I would also state that
t his i s p a r t o f a t wo - t r a c k s y s tem tha t we have ado p t e d t hi s
session and that this same amendment has already been adopted on
Senator Landis' bill that deals with repair labor. And that
amendment was adopted and has advanced already. So this is the
second opportunity to vo te on that amendment. I t hink it' s
stil l w o r t hy o f a d vancing . I t ' s st i l l wor t h y o f a yes vot e .
And this am endment was talked about the last time that we had
discussion on LB 759, and I, at that t ime, stated that I cou ld
compromise and that we could make some changes so that it wasn' t
all motor vehicles, but that we could limit it to passenger
v ehic l e s . . .

SENATOR CUDABACK: One minute.

SENATOR PREISTER: . ..and those that were li censed as farm
vehicles. T hat may be more complicated as we looked at it than
I first anticipated because it may be difficult for th e repa ir
shops, t h e dea l er s , t o di f f e r ent i a t e t ho s e v e h ic l e s o ne f r o m
another to be able to d o tha t. So we may late r have an
amendment to reduce this to just passenger and farm vehicles,
and I ' l l hav e th e oppo r t u n i t y t o di scu s s t ha t and whe t he r t he
body really wants to d o it . It may be better to go all or
nothing. Ny preference is we go all. We adopt this amendment
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
