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SENATOR BOURNE: Th a n k y o u .

SENATOR BRASHEAR: Sena tor Bourne, you' re next, for your third
time, please.

Ag a i n , I ' m g o i ng t o su p p o r t
Senator Synowiecki's amendment. But again, it 's n ot d ra fted
very well, no offense to Senator Synowiecki. And again, there' s
prob l ems i n t he b i l l . I sa i d t o y o u , t he Na t i o n a l Do No t Ca l l
Registry, established an d m ai ntained b y the Pede ral Tr ade
Commission, is the do not call list for Nebraska. And I already
indicated to you that Congress has mandated that the PCC adopt a
list as we ll. So aga in, we' re going to use the FTC list. We
can't use the FCC list. Because it says you' ll specifically use
t hi s o ne . I f t he t wo l i st s ar e go i n g t o be com b i n ed , I don ' t
t hink we can s t i l l use i t . Le t ' s see . I know I had a n o t h e r
part of this bill that is troublesome. We ll, I' ll talk ab o ut
that on my n ext time to speak. But I' ll tell you that there' s
problems with the bill. Senator Synowiecki's amendment makes it
better. Aga in, the only redeeming quality here is that the
effective date is delayed. This is not efficient government.
We' re duplicating the federal service. We' re implementing a law
that's not drafted properly. And ye t, w e won 't be ab le to
e f f i c i e n t l y c h an g e t h i s l aw ne x t l eg i s l a t i v e se ss i on t o ma k e i t
better. But we' re being asked to hurry up...let's pass it over,
let's pass it from General to Select, let's pass it from Selec t
to Pinal. And , Sena tor Bak er, my feelings are not hurt. I
could r e a l l y . . . I d o n ' t re a l l y ca r e . Bu t ag a i n , y ou i nd i ca t e d t o
us on General File, anyone who has opposition to this bill w i ll
be included and will have a chance to participate. And maybe I
should h a v e ca l l e d an d sa i d , he y , wh e n i s t h e me e t i n g ? Bu t I
didn' t. I relied in good faith on your comments on General Pile
that all people involved would be involved. . . or , a l l p eop l e t ha t
had opposition or had concerns with the bill would be involved,
and that did not happen. And as a result, because, perhaps, all
the people weren't involved, there are s t i ll p ro blems i n the
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
