SENATOR S YNOWIECKI: S ixty-seven percent of those originally
denied eventually received a license.

SENATOR BAKER: Tha t ' s cor r e c t .

S ENATOR SYNOWIEC::I: Do you have any idea why the y were
originally denied?

SENATOR B AKER: Certainly, marriagess, change of name, and so
on; incorrect...actually incorrect Social Security numbers t h at
they could rectify. They could become qualified.

SENATOR S YNOWIECKI: Wha t , within my amendment, would prohibit
the Department of Motor Vechicles from continuing to veri fy,
going through this validation process?
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
