Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 705 would amend the Barber Act to eliminate booth rental permits at barber shops, and amend the teaching time
required for an assistant barber instructor to apply as a barber instructor.  It would also repeal Nebraska Revised Statute
Section 71-219.05.

Currently, to apply as a barber instructor, an assistant barber instructor must have been teaching under the direct
supervision of a full-time barber instructor for one year.  LB 705 would amend that to nine-months.  It would also change the
time for applying as an assistant barber instructor under indirect supervision from one year to nine months of completion of
instructor training.

Nebraska Revised Statute 71-219.05 details the requirements in the booth rental permit form.
