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Section 1.  There is hereby appropriated $2,500,000 from Federal1

Funds for FY2022-23 to the State Department of Education, for Program 25,2

for the purpose of awarding grants to nonprofit organizations holding a3

certificate of exemption under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue4

Code that provide programming for mentorship, career exploration, and5

access to job readiness or postsecondary education at no cost to students6

who qualify for the federal free-lunch program. The Federal Funds7

appropriated in this section are from the funds allocated to the State of8

Nebraska from the federal Coronavirus State Fiscal Recovery Fund pursuant9

to the federal American Rescue Plan Act of 2021, Public Law 117-2,10

Sec. 2.  Since an emergency exists, this act takes effect when12

passed and approved according to law.13
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
