A BILL FOR AN ACT relating to the Uniform Controlled Substances Act; to1

amend section 28-416, Revised Statutes Cumulative Supplement, 2020,2

and section 28-405, Revised Statutes Supplement, 2021; to change3

provisions relating to the schedules of controlled substances; to4

harmonize provisions; and to repeal the original sections.5

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,6
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Section 1. Section 28-405, Revised Statutes Supplement, 2021, is1

amended to read:2

28-405 The following are the schedules of controlled substances3

referred to in the Uniform Controlled Substances Act, unless specifically4

Since20

nomenclature of these substances is not internationally standardized,21

compounds of these structures shall be included regardless of the22

numerical designation of atomic positions covered. Tetrahydrocannabinols23

does not include cannabidiol contained in a drug product approved by the24

federal Food and Drug Administration;25

any quantity of synthetically produced cannabinoids as listed in26

subdivisions (A) through (L) of this subdivision, including their salts,27

isomers, salts of isomers, and nitrogen, oxygen, or sulfur-heterocyclic28

analogs, unless specifically excepted elsewhere in this section. Since29

nomenclature of these synthetically produced cannabinoids is not30

internationally standardized and may continually evolve, these structures31
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or compounds of these structures shall be included under this1

subdivision, regardless of their specific numerical designation of atomic2

positions covered, so long as it can be determined through a recognized3

method of scientific testing or analysis that the substance contains4

properties that fit within one or more of the following categories:5

(A) Tetrahydrocannabinols: Meaning tetrahydrocannabinols naturally6

contained in a plant of the genus cannabis (cannabis plant), as well as7

synthetic equivalents of the substances contained in the plant, or in the8

resinous extractives of cannabis, sp. and/or synthetic substances,9

derivatives, and their isomers with similar chemical structure and10

pharmacological activity such as the following: Delta 1 cis or trans11

tetrahydrocannabinol, and their optical isomers; Delta 6 cis or trans12

tetrahydrocannabinol, and their optical isomers; Delta 3,4 cis or trans13

tetrahydrocannabinol, and its optical isomers. This subdivision does not14

include cannabidiol contained in a drug product approved by the federal15

Food and Drug Administration;16

(B) Naphthoylindoles: Any compound containing a 3-(1-17

naphthoyl)indole structure with substitution at the nitrogen atom of the18

indole ring by an alkyl, haloalkyl, alkenyl, halobenzyl, benzyl,19

any quantity of a substituted phenethylamine as listed in subdivisions26

(A) through (C) of this subdivision, unless specifically excepted, listed27

in another schedule, or specifically named in this schedule, that is28

structurally derived from phenylethan-2-amine by substitution on the29

phenyl ring with a fused methylenedioxy ring, fused furan ring, or a30

fused tetrahydrofuran ring; by substitution with two alkoxy groups; by31
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substitution with one alkoxy and either one fused furan, tetrahydrofuran,1

or tetrahydropyran ring system; or by substitution with two fused ring2

systems from any combination of the furan, tetrahydrofuran, or3

tetrahydropyran ring systems, whether or not the compound is further4

modified in any of the following ways:5

for thirty days and (B) require such person to attend a drug education18

class;19

(ii) For a second offense, the court may, as a part of the judgment20

of conviction or adjudication, (A) impound any such licenses or permits21

for ninety days and (B) require such person to complete no fewer than22

twenty and no more than forty hours of community service and to attend a23

drug education class; and24

(iii) For a third or subsequent offense, the court may, as a part of25

the judgment of conviction or adjudication, (A) impound any such licenses26

or permits for twelve months and (B) require such person to complete no27

fewer than sixty hours of community service, to attend a drug education28

class, and to submit to a drug assessment by a licensed alcohol and drug29

counselor; and30

(b) If the person convicted or adjudicated of violating this section31
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is eighteen years of age or younger and does not have a permit or license1

issued under the Motor Vehicle Operator's License Act:2

(i) For the first offense, the court may, as part of the judgment of3

conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from obtaining any4

permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such person would5

otherwise be eligible until thirty days after the date of such order and6

(B) require such person to attend a drug education class;7

(ii) For a second offense, the court may, as part of the judgment of8

conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from obtaining any9

permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such person would10

otherwise be eligible until ninety days after the date of such order and11

(B) require such person to complete no fewer than twenty hours and no12

more than forty hours of community service and to attend a drug education13

class; and14

(iii) For a third or subsequent offense, the court may, as part of15

the judgment of conviction or adjudication, (A) prohibit such person from16

obtaining any permit or any license pursuant to the act for which such17

person would otherwise be eligible until twelve months after the date of18

such order and (B) require such person to complete no fewer than sixty19

hours of community service, to attend a drug education class, and to20

submit to a drug assessment by a licensed alcohol and drug counselor.21

A copy of an abstract of the court's conviction or adjudication22

shall be transmitted to the Director of Motor Vehicles pursuant to23

sections 60-497.01 to 60-497.04 if a license or permit is impounded or a24

juvenile is prohibited from obtaining a license or permit under this25

subsection.26
