LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 370

 

Introduced by Hughes, 44.

PURPOSE:  The purpose of this resolution is to propose an interim study to

examine the coordination and administration of boundary layers in Nebraska and

improve spatial data infrastructure coordination and usage. In order to carry

out the purpose of this resolution, the board shall seek the assistance of the

Legislative Research Office. The study shall include, but not be limited to,

the following:

(1) Identifying any statutory requirements for established boundaries in

Nebraska;

(2) Creating an inventory of existing boundaries and stakeholders;

(3) Organizing the reporting of boundary changes to a specific commission

or agency;

(4) Identifying existing standards for boundaries that may be used;

(5) Developing a strategy for updating and maintaining boundaries;

(6) Recognizing partners that will have an interest in boundaries; and

(7) Designing strategies to work with the United States Bureau of the

Census to maximize its coordination of the next census.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SEVENTH

LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Executive Board of the Legislature shall be designated to

conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the board shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report of

its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council or

Legislature.
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
