Summary of purpose and/or changes:
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LB282 is introduced by the Chair of the Business and Labor Committee at the request of the
Department of Administrative Services, Risk Management Division. This bill introduces the
claims against the State that are required by statute to be reviewed by the Legislature. The
State Risk Manager has submitted tort and workers’ compensation claims against the State
and certain write-offs for the Legislature’s review and the appropriation of funds.
