to repeal the original sections.7

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,8
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Section 1. Section 2-1205, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is1

amended to read:2

2-1205 (1) If the commission is satisfied that its rules and3

regulations and all provisions of sections 2-1201 to 2-1218 have been and4

will be complied with, it may issue a license for a period of not more5

than five years. The license shall set forth the name of the licensee,6

the place where the races or race meetings are to be held, and the time7

and number of days during which racing may be conducted by such licensee.8

Any such license issued shall not be transferable or assignable. The9

commission shall have the power to revoke any license issued at any time10

for good cause upon reasonable notice and hearing. No license shall be11

granted to any corporation or association except upon the express12

condition that it shall not, by any lease, contract, understanding, or13

arrangement of whatever kind or nature, grant, assign, or turn over to14

any person, corporation, or association the operation or management of15

any racing or race meeting licensed under such sections or of the16

parimutuel system of wagering described in section 2-1207 or in any17

manner permit any person, corporation, or association other than the18

licensee to have any share, percentage, or proportion of the money19

received for admissions to the racing or race meeting or from the20

operation of the parimutuel system; and any violation of such conditions21

shall authorize and require the commission immediately to revoke such22

license. No licensee shall be considered in violation of this section23

with respect to an agreement with an authorized gaming operator regarding24

employees and the acceptance of any parimutuel wager or sports wager25

pursuant to section 9-1110.26

(2)(a) Any racetrack for which a licensee is issued a license to27

conduct a race or race meeting under sections 2-1201 to 2-1218 which is28

in existence and operational as of April 20, 2022, shall:29

(i) Hold a minimum of five live racing meet days and fifty live30

horseraces annually beginning January 1, 2026, through December 31, 2030;31
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and1

(ii) Beginning January 1, 2031, hold a minimum of fifteen live2

racing meet days and one hundred twenty live horseraces annually.3

(b) Any racetrack for which a licensee is issued a license to4

conduct a race or race meeting under sections 2-1201 to 2-1218 which is5

not in existence and operational until after April 20, 2022, shall:6

(i) Hold a minimum of one live racing meet day annually for the7

first three years of operation;8

(ii) Hold a minimum of five live racing meet days and fifty live9

horseraces annually for the fourth year of operation through the seventh10

year of operation; and11

(iii) Beginning with the eighth year of operation, hold a minimum of12

fifteen live racing meet days and one hundred twenty live horseraces13

annually.14

(c) A racetrack that fails to meet the minimum requirements under15

this subsection is subject to discipline by the commission, including16

revocation of the license issued under sections 2-1201 to 2-1218.17

(3) A racetrack for which a licensee is issued a license to conduct18

a race or race meeting under sections 2-1201 to 2-1218 in existence on19

November 1, 2020, which is located in the counties of Adams, Dakota,20

Douglas, Hall, Lancaster, and Platte, may move such racetrack location to21

another county in Nebraska that does not have a racetrack one time only,22

subject to approval by the commission as provided in subdivision (27) of23

section 9-1106, subsequent to the initial issuance of the market analysis24

and socioeconomic-impact studies conducted pursuant to section 9-1106.25

device, enters or otherwise conceals concealing those randomly selected2

numbers which match on a bingo card that the player has cards which they3

have purchased or leased only at the time and place of the bingo4

occasion.5

gaming device, electronic gaming device, or video gaming device which has8

or electrically operated blower machine shall not occur within five15

minutes of the completion of the previous selection of random numbers;16

and17

(d) The holders of the winning paper tickets are to receive cash or18

prizes redeemable for cash. Selection of a winner or winners shall be19

predicated solely on chance; and .20

(e) Tickets are issued either (i) on paper or (ii) with the consent21

of the governing body of the county, city, or village conducting the22

lottery, digitally to a mobile or other device which, at the time of23

purchase, is verified to be present at the location of the lottery24

operator or an authorized sales outlet location as provided in25

subdivision (3)(b) of section 11 of this act.26

(2) Lottery shall not include:27

(a) Any gambling scheme which uses any mechanical gaming device,28

computer gaming device, electronic gaming device, or video gaming device29

which has the capability of awarding something of value, free games30

redeemable for something of value, or tickets or stubs redeemable for31
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something of value;1

(b) Any activity authorized or regulated under the Nebraska Bingo2

Act, the Nebraska Lottery and Raffle Act, the Nebraska Pickle Card3

A participant27

shall not deposit funds into any such account from a debit card28

transaction if the total amount of funds from all such debit card29

transactions in that calendar day would exceed two hundred dollars.30

(e) An easy and obvious method for a player to make a complaint and2

to enable the player to notify the department if such complaint has not3

been or cannot be addressed by the lottery operator.4

(4) The department shall approve or deny the controls within thirty5

days after submission. If denied, the department shall provide the6

reasons for denial and allow the lottery operator to resubmit revised7

controls.8

(5) The department may adopt and promulgate rules and regulations9

relating to digital-on-premises tickets. Such rules and regulations shall10

be adopted and promulgated no later than January 1, 2024.11

Sec. 12.

each licensed racetrack enclosure and gaming facility in Adams, Dakota,15

Douglas, Hall, Lancaster, and Platte counties. Such socioeconomic-impact16

study shall be completed as soon as practicable but not later than17

January 1, 2025, and shall be submitted electronically to the General18

Affairs Committee of the Legislature and to the Governor. The study shall19

include:20

(a) Information on financial and societal impacts of horseracing and21

casino gaming, including crime and local businesses;22

(b) An analysis of problem gambling within the state; and23

(c) A comparison of the economy of counties which contain a licensed24

racetrack enclosure operating games of chance and counties which do not25

contain such a licensed racetrack enclosure as of the date of the study,26

which comparison shall include:27

(i) The population of such counties;28

(ii) Jobs created by each licensed racetrack enclosure operating29

games of chance in such counties;30

(iii) Unemployment rates in such counties;31
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(iv) Information on family and household income in such counties;1

(v) Retail sales in such counties;2

(vi) Property values in such counties;3

(vii) An analysis of the impact on community services, including4

police protection expenditures, fire protection expenditures, road,5

bridge, and sidewalk expenditures, and capital project expenditures in6

such counties;7

(viii) Impact on community health in such counties;8

(ix) Divorce rates in such counties;9

(x) Information on available education and education levels in such10

counties;11

(xi) Life expectancy in such counties;12

(xii) Homelessness in such counties; and13

(xiii) Any other data and analysis required by the commission;14

(27) Approve or deny an application for any licensed racetrack15

enclosure which is not in existence or operational as of April 20, 2022,16

or any licensed racetrack enclosure in existence and operational as of17

November 1, 2020, that applies to move such licensed racetrack enclosure18

pursuant to section 2-1205, on the basis of the placement and location of19

such licensed racetrack enclosure and based on the market as it exists as20

of the most recent issuance of the statewide horseracing market analysis,21

statewide casino gaming market analysis, and statewide socioeconomic-22

impact studies conducted by the commission pursuant to this section. The23

commission shall deny a licensed racetrack enclosure or gaming operator24

license application if it finds that approval of such application in such25

placement and location would be detrimental to the racing or gaming26

market that exists across the state based on the most recent statewide27

horseracing market analysis, statewide casino gaming market analysis, and28

statewide socioeconomic-impact studies; and29

(28) Do all things necessary and proper to carry out its powers and30

duties under the Nebraska Racetrack Gaming Act, including the adoption31
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and promulgation of rules and regulations and such other actions as1

permitted by the Administrative Procedure Act; .2

(29) Recommend to the Governor and to the General Affairs Committee3

of the Legislature amendments to all laws administered by the commission;4

and5

(30) As appropriate and as recommended by the executive director of6

the commission, delegate to an adjudication subcommittee of the7

commission those powers and duties of the commission as necessary to8

carry out and effectuate the purposes of the Nebraska Racetrack Gaming9

Act and investigate and respond to violations of the Nebraska Racetrack10

Gaming Act. The adjudication subcommittee staff shall be appointed by the11

executive director. No person may be appointed to the adjudication12

subcommittee if such person is involved in the investigation of any13

violation being heard or investigated by the subcommittee. Any action of14

the adjudication subcommittee may be appealed to the commission or may be15

reviewed by the commission on its own initiative. The adjudication16

subcommittee may impose a fine, consistent with the Nebraska Racetrack17

Gaming Act, not to exceed fifteen thousand dollars, upon a finding that18

the act or any rule or regulation adopted and promulgated under the act19

has been violated.

A parimutuel wager in accordance with28

sections 2-1201 to 2-1218 may be placed in the designated sports wagering29

area at the licensed racetrack enclosure. An individual employed and30

authorized to accept a sports wager may also accept a parimutuel wager.31
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(2) A floor plan identifying the designated sports wagering area,1

including the location of any wagering kiosks, shall be filed with the2

commission for review and approval. Modification to a previously approved3

plan must be submitted for approval at least ten days prior to4

implementation. The area shall not be accessible to persons under twenty-5

one years of age and shall have a sign posted to restrict access.6

(3) The authorized gaming operator shall submit controls for9

(c) A process to easily and prominently impose limitations or15

notification for wagering parameters, including, but not limited to,16

deposits and wagers; and17

(d) An easy and obvious method for a player to make a complaint and18

to enable the player to notify the commission if such complaint has not19

been or cannot be addressed by the sports wagering operator.20

(4) The commission shall develop policies and procedures to ensure a21

prohibited participant is unable to place a sports wager or parimutuel22

wager.23

81-3717 (1) The governing body of the county shall after a public26

hearing adopt a resolution establishing a County Visitors Promotion Fund27

and a visitors committee which shall serve as an advisory committee to28

the governing body in administering the proceeds from the taxes provided29

to the county by the Nebraska Visitors Development Act. The governing30

body of a county may also after a public hearing adopt a resolution31
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establishing a County Visitors Improvement Fund. The proceeds of the1

County Visitors Promotion Fund shall be used generally to promote,2

encourage, and attract visitors to come to the county and use the travel3

and tourism facilities within the county. The proceeds of the County4

Visitors Improvement Fund shall be used to improve the visitor5

attractions and facilities in the county, except that no proceeds shall6

be used to improve a facility in which parimutuel wagering is conducted7

unless such facility also serves as the site of a state fair or district8

or county agricultural society fair. If the visitors committee determines9

that the visitor attractions in the county are adequate and do not10
