LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 220

Introduced by Brewer, 43; Murman, 38; Raybould, 28; Wayne, 13.
PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to propose an interim study to

examine laws governing school security policy.

The study should include, but need not be limited to, an examination of
the following:

(1) Laws governing school security;

(2) Laws governing the possession of both lethal and less-lethal weapons
on school campuses and at school-sponsored events;

(3) Nebraska's laws on school security as compared to policies and laws
enacted in other states to facilitate school security operations;

(4) Whether persons other than certified law enforcement officers might be
utilized to provide armed school security with appropriate training; and

(5) Any other potential policy changes regarding school security that the
Legislature may consider.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED EIGHTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Education Committee of the Legislature shall be designated to
conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
