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LEGISLATIVE BILL 1414
Approved by the Governor March 24, 1972

Introduced by Harold T. Moylan, 6th District

AN ACT for submission to the electors of an amendaent to
Article III, section 19, of the Constitution
of MNebraska, relating to the Legislature; to
provide that retirement benefits of retired
public officers and employees may te adjusted
to reflect changes in the cost of 1living and
wage levels that have occurred subsequent to
the date of retirement and to permit 1local
governing bodies to review and adjust vested
pension benefits; to provide for the
submission of the proposed amendament to the
electors at the genmeral election in November,
1972, to provide for the manner of submission
and form of ballot; and to provide the
effective date thereof.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That at the general election in
November, 1972, there shall be submitted to the electors
of the State of Nebraska for approval the following
amendment to Article III, section 19, of the Constitution
of Nebraska, which is hereby proposed by the Legislature:

"Sec. 19. The Legislature shall never grant any
extra compensation to any public officer, agent, or
servant after the services have been rendered nor to any
contractor after the contract has been entered into,
except that retirement bepefits of retired putlic
officers and employees may be adjusted to reflect changes
in_the cost of livipg and wage levels that have _occurred
subseguent to the _date of retirement, nor shall the
compensation of any public officer, including any officer
vhose compensation is fixed by the Legislature, be
increased or diminished during his term of office except
that, when there are members elected or appointed to the
Legislature or officers elected or appointed to a court,
board, or commission having more than one memker and the
teras of one or nmore menters commence and end at
different times, the compensation of all members of the
Legislature or of such court, koard, or cosmission may be
increased or diminished at the beginning of the full term
of any member thereof. Nothing in this section shall
prevent 1local governing bodies froa reviewing and
adjusting vested pension benefits periodically as
prescribed by ordinance.®
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Sec. 2. The proposed amendment shall ke
submitted to the electors in the wmanner prescribed by
Article XVI, section 1, of the Constitution of Nebraska.
The proposition for the submission of the proposed
amendment shall be placed upon the ballot in the
following form:

“Constitutional amendment to authorize the
Legislature to provide that retirement
benefits of retired public officers and
employees may be adjusted to reflect changes
in the cost of living and wage 1levels that
have occurred subtsequent to the date of

retirement and to permit local governing
bodies to review and adjust vested pension
benefits.

Sec. 3. That the proposed amendnment, if

adopted, shall be in force and take effect immediately
upon the completion of the canvass of the votes, at which
time it shall be the duty of the Governor to proclaim it
as a part of the Constitution of Nebraska.
