AN ACT to amend section 37-307, Reissue Revised Statutes
of Nebraska, 1943, relating to game and fish;
to add birds to the protected 1list; and to
repeal the original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 37-307, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

37-307. It shall be unlawful (1) for any person
to shoot, kill, destroy, catch, attempt to shoot, kill,
destroy, catch, or have in his possession, 1living or
dead, any song, insectivorous, or nongame bird,
including mourning doves, or part of any such bird,
other than an English sparrow, blue jay, crow, Eooperts
hawkr-shatp-shinned-havk:--geshaik7 European starling,
bronzed grackle, great horned owl, or magple; or (2) for
any person to take or needlessly destroy the nests or
eggs of any song, insectivorous, or nongame birds, or to
have in his or her possession the nests or eggs thereof
other than nests and eggs of the birds excepted 1in
subdivision (1) hereof.

Sec. 2. That original section 37-307, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
