AN ACT for submission to the electors of an amendment to
Article XV, by adding a new section 18, of
the Constitution of Nebraska, relating to
niscellaneous provisions; to provide that the
state or any local government may eXxercise
any of its powers or perform any of its
functions, including financing the same,
jointly or in <cooperation with any other
governmental entity or entities, either
within or without the state, except as the
Legislature shall provide by law; to provide
for the submission of the proposed amendment
to the electors at the primary election in
May, 1972; to provide for the manner of
submission and form of ballot; and to provide
the effective date thereof.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That at the primary election in May,
1972, there shall be submitted to the electors of the
state of Nebraska for approval the following amendment
to Article XV, by adding a new section 18, of the
Constitution of Nebraska, which is hereby proposed by
the Legislature:

"Sec. 18. The state or any 1local government
may exercise any of its powers or perform any of its
functions, including financing the same, jointly or in
cooperation with any other governmental entity or
entities, either within or without the state, except as
the Legislature shall provide otherwise by law."

Sec. 2. The proposed amendment shall be
submitted to the electors in the manner prescribed by
Article XVI, section 1, of the Constitution of Nebraska.
The proposition for the submission of the propcsed
amendment shall be placed upon the ballot in the
following form:

Sec. 3. That the proposed anmendment, if
adopted, shall be in force and take effect immediately
upon the completion of the canvass of the votes, at
which time it shall be the duty of the Governor to
proclaim it as a part of the Constitution of Nebraska.
