No claim or agreement for legal services
or disbursements in support of any demand made or suit
trought under the provisions of this act shall Le an
enforceatle lien against the amounts to e ©fpaid as
dasages or compensation or te valid or tinding in any
other resgpect, unless the same be approved in writing by
the judge ©presiding at the trial, o1, in case of
csettlepent without trial, ky the judge of the district
court of the district in which such issue arose. After
such approval, if notice in writing ke given the
defendant of such claim or agreement for 1legal services
and disturserments, the same shall be a lien against any
amount thereafter to be paid as damages or ccmpensation,
