Be it enacted ty the people ot the State cf Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 19-617, Reissue Revised
of Nebraska, 1943, be amentled to reaal as

'19-517. on the first Tuestiay ic DeceobeE
folloring t.he general election in every even-nunbered
year, the council shall elect ore of its DeEbeEs as
pEesident, rho shail be ex o:ficio uayor, aatl anotheE as
vice presitlent, Tho shall serve in the absence of thepresidcnt. IS_!hc_e!:engg_e!_the_p!es.lgeSg_en!!_!he__y.!cepresj,{9g!_!be_gggScrl_qql_qleg!_a_!eqpgLaEy char!peEEcg.
the p[esident shall preside over the council, antl have avoice and vote in its proceedings but no veto. He shall
be recognized as the official heai of the city for al1
ceretsonial purposes, by the ccurts for the purpose of
serving civil process, and bI the Governor for mili-tary
puEposes. In additioD, he shaII exercise such other
poyers atrd perform such duties, not inconsistent ,dith theprovisions .)f this act, as are conferred upon the Dayor
of the city.
