(2) Involuntary transfer from a nursing home
or di,schaige of a resident shall be preceded by a
minimum wriiten notice of thirty days, except when
subdivision (d) of subsection ( 1 ) of this section
applies, five'days written noti'ce shall be given to the
.LLia"t i or t is or her representative and when
subdivision (e) of subsection (1) of this section
applies, a resident shall be given ten days v'ritten
noii". if nis or her charges are five days or more in
arrears. This subsection shall not apply when (a) an
emergency transfer or discharge is mandated by the
resiientis health care needs and is in accord with the
written orders and medical justification of the
attending physician or (b) the transfer is mandated by
the physicai iafety of other residents or nursinq home
empttyies, as documented in the nursj'ng home records'
