LB 1044 would have provided for the creation obanmission and process for relocating the Statedralr
directs that the relocation of the fair be compldig August 1, 2012. Section 1 stated legisldiivéings that
the current location is inadequate for purposdb®ftate fair and further states legislative intemelocate the
fair. The bill states further findings that thadiabe transferred to the University of Nebraska.

Sections 2 — 6 provide for establishment of a Staie Future Commission prescribing membership by
appointment and assigning the duty, in consultatiih the State Fair Board and other stakeholderasts, to
recommend a new location for the state fair antbtaplete a report of its findings and recommendation or
before December 31, 2008.
