LB 616 amends the Nebraska Behavioral Health Ses\Act (act) to prohibit regional
behavioral health authorities (regions) from dieptoviding behavioral health services under
the act, except under very limited circumstancesleeady outlined in current law. The act
currently permits regions to provide the servides/twere already providing on the effective
date of the act (“grandfathered” services).
