LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 116

Introduced by Janssen, 15;

PURPOSE: An interim study shall be performed by the staff of
the Revenue Committee of the Legislature to examine residential,
business, and agricultural tax burdens in Nebraska. Measurements of
relative levels of taxation and history of tax increases shall be
developed. Changes in the fiscal conditions of municipal, county,
and school governments shall be examined as part of the study. A
report shall be presented to the Revenue Committee by October 1,
and a final report presented prior to the 2008 legislative session.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Revenue Committee of the Legislature shall be
designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of
this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
