LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 403

Introduced by Nebraska Retirement Systems Committee Synowiecki, 7,
Chairperson; Erdman, 47; Karpisek, 32; White, 8.

PURPOSE: To examine law enforcement throughout Nebraska. The study

shall include, but not be limited to, the development of a plan to

address the lack of retirement plans for peace officers employed by

cities of the second class and villages. Additionally, the study

shall examine the feasibility of moving law enforcement personnel

employed by cities of the first class and counties into a new

plan limited to law enforcement. These plans could include, but

not be limited to, the creation of a new defined-benefit plan,

the creation of a new defined-contribution plan, or the possible

inclusion of peace officers employed by cities of the second class

and villages in the County Employees Retirement Act. In addition,

this study shall examine possible sources of funding available to

contribute to the plan developed under this study.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE

HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Nebraska Retirement Systems Committee of the

Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to

carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of

its study make a report of its findings, together with its
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recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
