LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 85

Introduced by Pahls, 31

PURPOSE: To direct the Health and Human Services Committee of
the Legislature to study the availability of autism treatment
programs in the state. The committee may determine if all families
with children with autism in the state have access to effective
local treatment. The committee may review what kinds of effective
treatments are available. The committee may determine if the
availability of effective treatment programs would be enhanced
through the development or expansion of state or local programs and
how such programs might be financially supported or administered.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Health and Human Services Committee of the
Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to
carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
