LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 446

Introduced by Carlson, 38.

PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to examine options for
a long-term management framework for vegetation within streambeds
and immediate riparian areas to maintain streamflow conveyance
and other associated benefits. The study shall provide a forum
to receive any related recommendations of prioritized vegetation
management goals and objectives, and of plans and policies to
achieve these objectives, of the Riparian Vegetation Management
Task Force. It is a purpose of the study to identify benefited
stakeholders in vegetation management projects funded in whole
or in part through grants awarded under section 2-958.02 and to
develop a framework for cooperative efforts among such stakeholders
to develop and to carry out long-term vegetation management
objectives.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDRED FIRST LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Agriculture Committee of the Legislature
shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the
purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of
its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
