LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 92

Introduced by Pirsch, 4.

WHEREAS, speeding in residential neighborhoods represents
the single greatest complaint to police departments in the United
States; and

WHEREAS, the death rate per million miles driven on
residential streets is almost three times the death rate on other
streets and highways; and

WHEREAS, motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of
death for children ages two through fourteen years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE
HUNDRED FIRST LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Legislature recognizes the seriousness of
speeding in residential neighborhoods with respect to causing
injury and death to children.

2. That the Legislature declares May 1, 2009, as "Keep

Kids Alive - Drive 25 Day."
