Summary of purpose and/or changes:
For purposes of sales and use taxation, a Nebraska statute defines "gross receipts" to include certain admissions. LB
749 would amend that statute by adding a new sentence,  which provides that "An admission does not include indoor
tanning services." [LB 749, section 1, amending Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 77-2701.16(5).]
The operative date of LB 749 would be October 1, 2012. [LB 749, section 2.] 
LB 749 would repeal the current version of the statute that it would amend. [LB 749, section 3.]
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
