War ehouse Act and sections 89-1,104 to 89-1, 108;

(3) Manufactured homes and recreational vehicles pursuant
to the Uniform Standard Code for Manufactured Hones and Recreational
Vehi cl es;

(4) Modular housing wunits pursuant to the Nebraska
Uni form St andards for Mdul ar Housing Units Act;

(5) Motor carrier registration and safety pursuant to
sections 75-301 to 75-322, 75-369.03, 75-370, and 75-371;

(6) Pipeline carriers and rights-of-way pursuant to the
Major G| Pipeline Siting Act, the State Natural Gas Regul ation Act,

apd—sections 75-501 to 75-503, and section 2 of this act. If the

Sec. 2. (1) For purposes of this section, the definitions

in 49 U S.C. 60101 apply, as such section existed on January 1, 2012.

(2) For purposes of providing state control over safety

standards and practices applicable to the transportation of hazardous

l i quids and hazardous |liquid pipeline facilities within this state to

the full extent perm ssible under federal |aw

(a) The Public Service Conmission shall adopt and

pronmulgate rules and requlations to establish appropriate safety

standards and practices applicable to the transportation of hazardous
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liguids and hazardous liquid pipeline facilities, including both

publicly and privately owned facilities, which are not subject to

excl usi ve federal control

(b) Upon adoption and pronulgation of the rules and

requl ations, the conm ssion shall subnit the necessary certifications

and reports and take any other necessary action in accordance with 49

U.S.C. 60101 et seqg., as such sections existed on January 1, 2012, to

comply with requirenents for intrastate certifications and interstate

agent agreenents; and

(c) The conm ssion shall pursue designation by the United

States Secretary of Transportation as an agent to conduct safety

i nspections of hazardous liquid pipeline facilities located in this

state.
