PURPCSE: The purpose of this resolution is to study issues related to the
potential inplenentation of an all-payer clains database in Nebraska. An
al | - payer clai ns database can collect and provide information on inpatient,
out patient, pharmacy, and dental services for comercially insured
publicly insured, and self-insured populations. It is the public policy
goal of an all-payer clains database to provide greater transparency
regarding the cost and quality of nmedical services in order to enpower
consunmers to make well-informed health care decisions. The comittees shal
conduct a study that includes, but is not limted to, the follow ng topics:

(1) An evaluation of which payers should be required to submit
price and quality information and what types of clainms should be collected
to allow consuners, nedical providers, researchers, and policynmakers to
effectively and efficiently conpare costs and the quality of care;

(2) An examnation of data collection and storage processes to
mai ntain security, privacy, and confidentiality in conpliance with all
state and federal privacy |aws;

(3) An evaluation of the available technologies to collect clains
data and to reproduce that data in a tinely manner and user-friendly
format; and

(4) A consideration of options for sustainable funding of an all-

payer clai ns dat abase.
