Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 377 clarifies the status of county roads when they are annexed by a city or village.

Comments/Analysis:

Section one of the bill amends 39-1702 by adding a new subsection (4) which states that when a city or village annexes
a county road, the powers that are granted to the county board in this section of statute and any recorded or prescriptive
easement held by the county on the annexed property for road purposes are transferred to and may be exercised by the
city or village.

This section also clarifies that an adjoining landowner to any land that has been acquired by the county for road
purposes shall not be denied reasonable means of egress and ingress.
