(4) The role of providers, payers, facilities, and the State of
Nebraska in ensuring the continued existence of such initiatives and
exchanges;

(5) The role health information initiatives can play in
prescription drug nonitoring and the resources necessary to ensure
effective utilization of such purpose;

(6) Input frompublic and private stakehol ders on needs, resources,

and strategies noving forward; and

necessary.
