Sec. 3.  It is the intent of the Legislature that funds appropriated17

in this act be used by the Supreme Court to create a veterans treatment18

court for any county in which a city of the metropolitan class is19

located. Such court shall be considered a problem solving court and shall20

be subject to the rules which shall be promulgated by the Supreme Court21

for procedures to be implemented for the administration of such court.22

By December 1, 2019, the Supreme Court shall report the viability of23

the veterans treatment court model in Nebraska and electronically submit24

a report to the Legislature containing the Supreme Court's25

recommendations concerning the continuation, expansion, or termination of26

such courts in Nebraska.27
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
