PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to examine how, through better
coordination of health services, including direct primary care and direct
payment options and the use of federally qualified health centers, the state
can better assist low-income individuals currently without insurance. The study
committee shall also investigate alternatives to medicaid expansion.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FOURTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Health and Human Services Committee of the Legislature shall
be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this
resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
