Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB957 would allow the mayor of a city of the first class or city of the second class to be deemed a member of the city
council for purposes of establishing a quorum when the mayor's presence is necessary to establish a quorum.  Under
the bill, the mayor could only be deemed a member of the city council for purposes of establishing a quorum in cities
where the city council consists of four members.
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
