Any Fiscal Notes received from state agencies and political subdivisions are attached following the Legislative Fiscal Analyst Estimate.

This bill states that the minimum term of imprisonment for any person convicted of a Class IC or Class ID felony for an offense
committed when such person was under nineteen years of age shall not be a mandatory minimum but a minimum term only. The
penalties for these felonies are as follows:

Class IC felony: Maximum — fifty years imprisonment; Mandatory minimum — five years imprisonment

Class ID felony: Maximum — fifty years imprisonment; Mandatory minimum — three years imprisonment

For certain offenders, this bill proposes to eliminate the 5 year mandatory minimum for Class IC felonies and the 3 year mandatory
minimum from Class ID felonies. Eliminating mandatory minimums could impact the state prison inmate population because it allows
inmates to begin accruing good time credits upon admission, rather than after first serving the mandatory minimum portion of their
sentence. The bill also affects the parole eligibility of certain inmates convicted of Class IC and ID felonies as they would be eligible for
parole after serving half of their minimum term rather than having to serve the entire mandatory minimum prior to parole eligibility.

If the impact of this bill is to decrease the state prison inmate population by more than current law, then the Department of Correctional
Services (DCS) could see a reduction in their per diem costs. The FY19 per diem cost for an individual inmate was $9,408 per year,
which includes DCS inmates in county jails.

If the impact of this bill is to decrease the state prison inmate population by more than current law, this could reduce the prison
population, which could help reduce prison overcrowding. As of February 2020, the prison population was 156% of design capacity, or
159% if DCS inmates housed in county jails are included.

In 2019, the Supreme Court stated that the provisions of this bill would become part of additional education for judges.

In 2019, the Board of Parole estimated no significant impact from this bill.

In 2019, the Department of Correctional Services stated that this bill will have an indeterminate fiscal impact.
