LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 365

Introduced by DeBoer, 10.
PURPOSE: The purpose of this interim study is to conduct an in-depth review of
the use of highway cable barriers on Nebraska's highways.

The issues addressed by this interim study shall include, but not be
limited to:

(1) The use of highway cable barriers in the medians of divided highways
in other states, including the cost of installing such barriers and the effect
on traffic fatalities since installation;

(2) The projected cost of installing highway cable barriers on Nebraska's
divided highways;

(3) The effectiveness of highway cable barriers on highway stretches with
varying traffic levels and median widths; and

(4) The projected decrease in traffic fatalities or property damage as a
result of highway barrier cables.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SIXTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the
Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the
purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
