LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 436

 

Introduced by Walz, 15.

PURPOSE:  The purpose of this study is to determine whether elementary and

secondary students in Nebraska have adequate access to clean drinking water

throughout the school day.

The study shall include, but not be limited to:

(1) An identification of consensus recommendations for access to and

consumption of drinking water by elementary and secondary students during the

school day;

(2) An assessment of recommendations against current practices in select

school buildings across the state;

(3) An examination of applicable building codes and other laws or

regulations governing access to drinking water in school buildings;

(4) A determination of whether building codes or other governing laws or

regulations should be modified to comply with the consensus recommendations;

and

(5) The development of proposed revisions to the state building code or

other governing laws or regulations to bring Nebraska's K-12 school buildings

into compliance with consensus recommendations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SIXTH

LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Urban Affairs Committee of the Legislature shall be designated

to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report

of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
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
