LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 49

Introduced by Hughes, 44.

WHEREAS, to earn the rank of Eagle Scout, the highest rank in scouting, a
Boy Scout must fulfill requirements in the areas of leadership, service, and
outdoor skills. Throughout their scouting experience, these young men have
learned, been tested on, and been recognized for various scouting skills; and

WHEREAS, to achieve the rank of Eagle Scout, a Boy Scout is required to
earn 21 merit badges, 13 of which are in required areas, and complete an
approved community service project; and

WHEREAS, Samuel displayed his commitment to community service by
renovating the outdoor area of the Hastings Memorial Library in Grant by
cleaning the area, replacing a retaining wall, and laying cement and rock
around the new retaining wall; and

WHEREAS, Samuel, through his hard work and perseverance, will join other
high achievers who are Eagle Scouts, including astronauts, leaders of
government and industry, artists, scientists, and athletes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SIXTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:
