Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB233 would make peer-to-peer rentals of motor vehicles subject to the sales tax.  

Peer-to-peer is defined to mean a rental transaction in which one individual rents his or her personal property to another
individual for short-term use.

The tax would be imposed on the rental price and would be collected and remitted by the party facilitating the rental.  Motor
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vehicles include automobiles, trucks, trailers, semitrailers, and truck-tractors as defined in the Motor Vehicle Registration
Act.
