PURPOSE: The purpose of this study is to examine barriers related to early
detection of colorectal cancer in Nebraska. This study shall include, but not
be limited to:

(1) Costs associated with screening and diagnostic testing;

(2) Cost and consequences associated with a 1lack of screening and
diagnostic testing;

(3) Health insurance coverage 1in Nebraska that covers screening and
diagnostic testing; and

(4) Costs and consequences associated with requirements for insurance
companies to provide health insurance coverage for screening and diagnostic
testing.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED SEVENTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Banking, Commerce and Insurance Committee of the Legislature
shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of
this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
