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July 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023

Record proceeds raised for good causes and continued success with Scratch and Lotto
products were notable achievements for the Nebraska Lottery in fiscal year 2023.

Lottery ticket sales during the fiscal year were $220.1 million. Proceeds transferred to
the beneficiary funds were $55.8 million—a new record for lottery proceeds transferred
during the fiscal year.

Additional highlights included receiving the Responsible Gaming Level 2 Certification
from the World Lottery Association, the addition of the Double Play® add-on for Powerball®,
and enhancements to the Nebraska Pick 5® game. The Nebraska Lottery also celebrated
its 30th Anniversary with special games and promotions. And partnerships with trusted
brands and continuing research resulted in successful Scratch games.

Finally, we continued a long-standing relationship with retailers, who received $14.3
million in commissions during the fiscal year. Other highlights for the fiscal year include:

+ Collected $747,140 in state income taxes from prize winnings;
- Collected $36,351 in unpaid taxes; and
+ Collected $31,009 in unpaid child support.

We look forward to continuing to serve the citizens of our state by providing them with
quality entertainment, and by supporting good causes with Lottery proceeds. Together, we
are Helping to Build a Better Nebraska®.

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The Nebraska Lottery sells $1, $2, $3, $5, $10, $20, and $30 Scratch tickets, with prizes
ranging from a free $1 ticket up to $300,000 cash. A variety of Scratch games were
developed and offered during the course of the year.

The Nebraska Lottery sells Lotto (online) games such as Lucky for Life®, Powerball®,
Mega Millions®, 2by2® MyDaY®, Nebraska Pick 3%, and Nebraska Pick 5¢. MyDaY,
Nebraska Pick 5, and Nebraska Pick 3 are offered exclusively in Nebraska. Powerball and
2by?2 are operated on behalf of member lotteries by the Multi-State Lottery Association;
and Lucky for Life and Mega Millions are operated by their member lotteries. Drawings
for 2by2, Lucky for Life, and Nebraska-exclusive Lotto games are held every night.
Powerball drawings are held three nights a week, and Mega Millions drawings are held
twice per week. The price for a single play of most games is $1, except for Lucky for Life,
Mega Millions, and Powerball, which are $2 per play. Lotto prizes range from a free ticket
up to a billion dollar jackpot.

Nebraska Lottery Scratch and Lotto game products, equipment, and services are
provided by International Game Technology (IGT), which employs 40 people across
Nebraska. Tickets and equipment are distributed from the IGT warehouse in Lincoln. The
Nebraska Lottery contracts with Smith Kroeger of Omaha for advertising development
and marketing-related services. Security and audit services are provided under contract
with other Nebraska firms.

There are 21 Nebraska Lottery state employees providing accounting, marketing,
communication, information technology, security, and general administrative services.

To celebrate the Lottery's 30th Anniversary, a new logo was designed with

the tagline, “30 Years of Funding, Fortune & Fun!” The anniversary logo was
added to the Lottery's marketing materials and event promotional items.

A new $30 Scratch game, 30th Anniversary Jackpot, was released in September 2022
as Nebraska’s first $30 Scratch game. More information about 30th Anniversary Jackpot is
available in the Scratch Developments section of this report.

To close out the 30th Anniversary celebrations in Fall 2023, employees at Lottery
retailers received two $5 Scratch coupons as a thank you for selling Nebraska Lottery
products. A statewide blitz was also conducted where Lottery staff visited stores in all
parts of the state and handed out coupons and promotional items to players.

Gaming Certification W/u A\
In June 2023 the Nebraska Lottery received Level 2 certification of the ,

WLA Responsible Gaming Framework. This is a significant achievement and WORLD LOTTERY ASSOCIATION

reflects the Lottery's on-going commitment to incorporating responsible
gaming in its operations.

The WLA Responsible Gaming Framework consists of four levels of achievement
and 10 program elements. It outlines how lotteries can demonstrate their level of
commitment to the WLA Responsible Gaming Principles. To receive Level 2 certification,
the Nebraska Lottery submitted a self-assessment to determine what programs need to
be built to ensure our organization addresses all the Responsible Gaming Principles. The
submission was reviewed by an independent assessment panel that provided guidance
for developing our Responsible Gaming efforts over the three-year certification period.

ACTIVITY SUMMARY OF THE DIVISION
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Gaming Competitive Environment

The Nebraska Lottery supports good causes in Nebraska but faces challenges from the
changing retail and gaming environments in the state. In fiscal year 2023, the first casinos
opened at existing horseracing tracks. The effect of casino gaming on Lottery sales is not
clear yet, because casinos are not widely available across the state. However, some media
outlets have already reported on how casino gaming might affect the Nebraska Lottery,
and we expect this narrative to continue in the future as sports betting at Nebraska
casinos begins to expand.

Another challenge for the Nebraska Lottery is the expansion of self-checkout at
retailers. Self-checkout reduces the exposure of lottery tickets to customers because it
happens away from the traditional point of purchase. One possible solution is Instant
Ticket Vending Machines, which are used by many other lotteries to sell tickets. However,
this would require a change in the State Lottery Act because lottery tickets cannot be sold
in Nebraska using vending machines under the current law.

another chance to match their Powerball® numbers for cash
prizes up to $10 million.

Double Play is an optional feature that players can add to their Powerball tickets for an
additional $1 per play. With a Powerball Double Play ticket, you play the same set of numbers
for the main Powerball drawing and the Double Play drawing on Monday, Wednesday, and
Saturday nights. Tickets can be purchased with Double Play and another Powerball add-on,
Power Play®, for $4 per play. However, the Power Play multiplier does not apply to Double
Play prizes.

Several marketing activities were used for the launch of Double Play in Nebraska. A pre-
launch promotion between January 29 and February 4 randomly generated free Powerball
with Power Play and Double Play coupons with Powerball purchases. MVP Club members at
nelottery.com also received an eCoupon for a free Powerball with Power Play and Double
Play ticket between February 13 and April 30, 2023. And vouchers for the NASCAR Powerball
Playoff and Powerball First Millionaire of the Year® promotions were produced with every
Double Play purchase.

Powerball Double Play sales for fiscal year 2023 were $521,541.

Nebraska Pick 5 Enhancements nebraska

During the fiscal year, the Nebraska Lottery decided to make changes to
its in-state Lotto game, Nebraska Pick 5.

Jackpots are a key purchasing factor for Nebraska Pick 5. For several years, the
Nebraska Lottery ran a series of monthly promotions that increased the jackpot amount by
$10,000 each time it was not won instead of the regular $4,000 amount. The larger jackpots
during each promotion were well received by players, but often the increase in sales during
the promotion did not cover the additional costs. A change to the game was required to offer
the $10,000 roll amount on a permanent basis and meet the expectations of players.

After evaluating several different options, the Lottery decided to add two additional
numbers to the Nebraska Pick 5 matrix and increase the prize for matching four of the five
winning numbers from $450 to $500. And every time the jackpot is not won, it increases by
$10,000. With these enhancements, the odds of winning the jackpot are 1 in 658,008, while
the overall odds are 1in 9.2.

The enhanced Nebraska Pick 5 game went on sale August 13, 2023.

When Norman Hall of Omaha found out he'd be going to New ©
York to ring in the new year, he couldn't believe it at first. UF THE YEAR

“I don't win things like this,” he said. “I'm doing good to get a
point bowling.”

Norman won the Nebraska Lottery's Powerball First Millionaire
of the Year® Lotto promotion, which sent him and his wife on
a VIP trip to New York City for New Year's Eve along with other
lottery winners from across the country.

They started their trip with tickets to see “The Lion King"
on Broadway. The Halls had seen the show when a touring
production was in Omaha, but they'd always had a hankering to
see the real deal.

“It was so much more spectacular, | mean, just unbelievable,”
Norman said. “When you see a show on Broadway, it's just like
night and day.”

Their hotel room looked right down on Times Square. On the morning of New Year's
Eve, Norman said people started lining up below to watch the ball drop when the clock
struck midnight. By the time it got dark, Times Square was a sea of people.

“One of the most astonishing things is that at midnight, when all the confetti is
dropping, they have people throwing that by hand,” Norman said. “I thought they had a
machine to do it, but people were throwing it.”

Five contestants were chosen for the $1 million drawing, including players from
Minnesota, North Carolina, the U.S. Virgin Islands, Florida, and Maine. Gary Krigbaum of
North Carolina ended up winning the $1 million prize.

He was a little disappointed he hadn't been chosen, but Norman said he wouldn't
change a thing.

“Even if | knew | wasn't going to win, | would still go back again,” Norman said. “Anybody
who gets a chance to go, you have to go. It's like going to see a high school football game
and then going to see Nebraska play. Whoever gets to go next year, they're going to have
a good time.”

ACTIVITY SUMMARY OF THE DIVISION
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The Nebraska Lottery faced some challenges producing its lineup of games for fiscal
year 2023, including a delay for a popular $2 Scratch game. Scratch ticket sales for fiscal
year 2023 were $116,571,938, a decrease of 0.56% over the previous year.

The 2023 Truck$ & Buck$ Scratch game originally scheduled to TR“EK E“EK
launch in January 2023 was delayed until the eight truck prizes could
be delivered.

Truck$ & Buck$ is a popular $2 Scratch game in the Nebraska
Lottery portfolio, and players look forward to the return of Truck$ &
Buck$ every year. High demand for new vehicles delayed production
of the trucks for 2023 Truck$ & Buck$ Scratch game. The eight Ford
F-150 trucks were finally completed in May 2023 and Truck$ & Buck$
launched immediately after they were delivered. To date, five of the
eight trucks in the game have been claimed.

Living Lucky with Luke Combs

In May 2023 the Nebraska Lottery launched a $5 Scratch game
featuring country star Luke Combs. The $5 Living Lucky with Luke
Combs Scratch game offers three top prizes of $50,000 plus
thousands of other cash prizes. Players could also enter a second-
chance promotion at nelottery.com to win a VIP trip to Nashville,

TN, to see Luke Combs live in concert at the Ryman Auditorium

and a chance to win $500,000. The promotion ran from May 22 to
August 1, 2023, and 14,335 entries were received. Robert Johnson
of Hastings and Teah Harris of Hiawatha, KS, won the trip prizes, and
one winner will also get $10,000 during the trip in February 2024.

Scratch Research

Research is a key part of the development of Nebraska Lottery games. During the
fiscal year, several research studies were conducted with participants from the Lottery's
MVP Club.

Prizing studies are conducted regularly and provide information on player satisfaction
with the prizes they can win. During the fiscal year, prizing studies were conducted with
$2 and $3 Scratch game players. Survey participants were presented with a series of
prizes, and for each prize they were asked if they would be satisfied winning such a prize,
if they would tell anyone they won the prize, and how much of their own money they
would add to the prize money to purchase additional tickets. This data helps the Lottery
create Scratch games with prizes that match player preferences.

Another study that was undertaken was an Extended Play Covered Artwork Test.
This survey was conducted with MVP Club members who indicated they typically play
extended play games at least once a year. Players were shown several extended play
games with different top prizes and prize distributions. For each game, participants
had to indicate how many tickets they would be likely to purchase. While some player
segments liked games with the mid top prize option and more smaller prizes, the
standard top prize option had the widest appeal.

ACTIVITY SUMMARY OF THE DIVISION
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The Nebraska Lottery sells Scratch and Lotto tickets through a retailer network
of approximately 1,200 locations statewide. Nebraska Lottery retailers range from
convenience stores and truck stops to supermarkets. Nebraska Lottery tickets may not
be sold in establishments licensed for the consumption of alcohol. Players must be at
least 19 years old to purchase and redeem Nebraska Lottery tickets.

Previous research among retailers found that carrying Lottery tickets is viewed as a
customer service by 62% of retailers responding. Another 36% of retailers said they
believe Lottery tickets are both a customer service and a profit center for their stores.

During the fiscal year, the Lottery processed 105 new retailer applications and 65
retailer changes of ownership. The statewide sales leaders for the fiscal year are listed

here.

Retailer Wizard is the
Nebraska Lottery's one-stop-shop for managing a lottery retailer. This all-new, user-
friendly website provides access to important Lottery reports and information via
desktop, laptop, tablet, or smartphone. With Retailer Wizard, retailers can:

» Stay informed of sales, commissions, and trends at their location(s);
+ Know exactly how much money is due on the next sweep (EFT Amount);
* Receive alerts about issues occurring at a location that may be affecting sales;

» Easily spread the good news
about high jackpots and
winners; and

+ Access detailed reports on
lottery business at any time
without using the lottery
terminal.

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The Nebraska Lottery transferred a total of $55.8 million in lottery proceeds to its
beneficiary funds between July 1, 2022, and June 30, 2023.

Amendment 4, passed by Nebraska voters in November 2004, established the following
distribution formula:

ACTIVITY SUMMARY OF THE DIVISION
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Education Mailer

In June 2023 a direct mail piece was sent to 7,014 Nebraskans with college-age
children. The mailer was designed to promote the Nebraska Opportunity Grant (NOG),
the State of Nebraska's only need-based financial aid program for post-secondary
students. NOG is funded through State General Fund appropriations and Nebraska
Lottery proceeds. Increases in NOG funding over the past 10 years have come primarily
through these Lottery proceeds.

The mailer also contained a coupon for a free MyDaY play, and total of 194 coupons
were redeemed before the August 31, 2023, expiration date.

Beneficiary Awareness Campaign

A new beneficiary awareness campaign was launched during the fiscal year. Four
television spots were developed using a combination of animation and live action footage
to show how Nebraska Lottery proceeds “bring things to life”. The campaign can be
viewed on the Nebraska Lottery website at https:/Ditly/3AHT kk.

Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements
Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of the business-type activities of the Nebraska Department of
Revenue, Lottery Division (Nebraska Lottery), as of and for the year ended June 30, 2023, and the related notes
to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the Nebraska Lottery's basic financial statements as
listed in the Table of Contents.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material
respects, the respective financial position of the business-type activities of the Nebraska Lottery, as of June
30, 2023, and the respective changes in financial position, and cash flows thereof for the year then ended in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America (GAAS) and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards,
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Our responsibilities under those standards are further
described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We
are required to be independent of the Nebraska Lottery and to meet our other ethical responsibilities, in
accordance with the relevant ethical requirements relating to our audit. We believe that the audit evidence we
have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion.

Emphasis of Matter

As discussed in Note 1, the financial statements of the Nebraska Lottery are intended to present the
financial position and the changes in financial position of only that portion of the business activities of the
State that is attributable to the transactions of the Nebraska Lottery. They do not purport to, and do not,
present fairly the financial position of the State of Nebraska as of June 30, 2023, and the changes in its
financial position, or its cash flows thereof, for the year then ended in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America. Our opinion is not modified with respect to this matter.

Responsibilities of Management for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America, and for the design,
implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of
financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
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In preparing the financial statements, management is required to evaluate whether there are conditions
or events, considered in the aggregate, that raise substantial doubt about the Nebraska Lottery's ability to
continue as a going concern for 12 months beyond the financial statement date, including any currently known
information that may raise substantial doubt shortly thereafter.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes
our opinion. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute assurance and, therefore,
is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with GAAS and Government Auditing Standards
will always detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement
resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery,
intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control. Misstatements are considered
material if there is a substantial likelihood that, individually or in the aggregate, they would influence the
judgment made by a reasonable user based on the financial statements.

We are required to communicate with those charged with governance regarding, among other matters, the
planned scope and timing of the audit, significant audit findings, and certain internal control-related matters
that we identified during the audit.

Required Supplementary Information

Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the Management's
Discussion and Analysis, on pages 8-12 herein, be presented to supplement the basic financial statements.
Such information is the responsibility of management and, although not a part of the basic financial
statements, is required by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential
part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic,
or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the required supplementary information
in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, which consisted
of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the information
for consistency with management's responses to our inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other
knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic financial statements. We do not express an opinion or
provide any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient
evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.
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Other Information

Management is responsible for the other information included in the annual report. The other information
comprises the statistical section but does not include the basic financial statements and our auditor’s report
thereon. Our opinion on the basic financial statements does not cover the other information, and we do not
express an opinion or any form of assurance thereon.

In connection with our audit of the basic financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other
information and consider whether a material inconsistency exists between the other information and the basic
financial statements, or the other information otherwise appears to be materially misstated. If, based on the
work performed, we conclude that an uncorrected material misstatement of the other information exists, we
are required to describe it in our report.

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated September 27,
2023 on our consideration of the Nebraska Lottery's internal control over financial reporting and on our
tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements and
other matters. The purpose of that report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control
over financial reporting and compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the
effectiveness of the Nebraska Lottery's internal control over financial reporting or on compliance. That report
is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards in considering the
Nebraska Lottery's internal control over financial reporting and compliance.

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1. SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

A. Basis of Presentation

The accompanying basic financial statements of the Nebraska Department of Revenue, Lottery
Division, (Nebraska Lottery) have been prepared in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in the United States of America (GAAP), as applied to governmental units. As the Nebraska
Lottery is a business-type activity, the financial statements presented are the financial statements
required by Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement Number 34 for an enterprise
fund. GASB is the accepted standard-setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial
reporting principles.

The basic financial statements have been prepared primarily from data maintained by the Nebraska
Lottery on computer systems provided by the lottery-services vendor and from accounts maintained by
the State Accounting Administrator of the Department of Administrative Services.

B. Reporting Entity

The Nebraska Lottery was created on February 24, 1993, by the Nebraska Legislature as a division
of the Nebraska Department of Revenue (Department), established under and governed by the laws
of the State of Nebraska. As such, the Nebraska Lottery is exempt from State and Federal income
taxes. The financial statements include all funds of the Nebraska Lottery. The Nebraska Lottery is to
provide an instant win and a random number selection on-line lottery. The net proceeds, as outlined
in Neb. Rev. Stat. § 9-812 (Reissue 2022), are to be transferred to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance
Fund, the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund, the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund, and the
Nebraska State Fair Support and Improvement Cash Fund, a fund of the State Fair Board. The financial
statements include only the Nebraska Lottery and are not intended to present the financial position of
the Department or the results of operations and changes in net positions of the Department as a whole.
The Department is part of the primary government for the State of Nebraska's reporting entity.

The Nebraska Lottery has also considered all potential component units for which it is financially
accountable, including other organizations that are fiscally dependent on the Nebraska Lottery or whose
relationship with the Nebraska Lottery is so significant that exclusion would be misleading or incomplete.
GASB has set forth criteria to be considered in determining financial accountability. These criteria include
appointing a voting majority of an organization’s governing body, and (1) the ability of the Nebraska
Lottery to impose its will on that organization, or (2) the potential for the organization to provide specific
financial benefits to, or impose specific financial burdens on, the Nebraska Lottery. The Nebraska Lottery
is also considered financially accountable if an organization is fiscally dependent on it, and there is
potential for the organization to provide specific financial benefits to, or impose specific financial burdens
on, the Nebraska Lottery, regardless of whether the organization has (1) a separately elected governing
board, (2) a governing board appointed by a higher level of government, or (3) a jointly appointed board.

These financial statements present the Nebraska Lottery. No component units were identified. The
Nebraska Lottery is part of the primary government for the State of Nebraska's reporting entity.
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C. Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its measurement
focus and basis of accounting. Basis of accounting refers to when revenues and expenses are
recognized in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. Basis of accounting relates to the
timing of the measurements made, regardless of the measurement focus applied.

The Nebraska Lottery's financial statements were reported using the economic resources
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. With the economic resources measurement
focus, all assets and all liabilities associated with the operations are included on the Statement of Net
Position. Revenues are recorded when earned, and expenses are recorded when a liability is incurred,
regardless of the timing of related cash flows. Net Position is segregated into restricted and unrestricted.
The Nebraska Lottery's operating statements present increases (e.g., revenues) and decreases (e.g.,
expenses) in net position.

It is the policy of the State to spend restricted resources only when unrestricted resources are
insufficient or unavailable. When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it
is the Nebraska Lottery's policy to use unrestricted resources first, then restricted resources, as they
are needed.

Revenues generated from the sale of lottery tickets are reported as operating revenues. Transactions
that are capital financing, non-capital financing, or investing related are reported as non-operating
revenues. All expenses related to operating the Nebraska Lottery are reported as operating expenses.
All other expenses are reported as non-operating expenses.

Instant ticket revenue is recognized when tickets are sold to the retailer, and on-line revenue is
recognized after the drawing is completed for the respective wagers. A 5.0% - 6.0% retailer commission
and a prize expense are recognized at the same time. Revenues from the sale of on-line tickets for
future drawings and the related agent commission and prize expense are deferred until the drawings
are held.

Prize expense is recognized in the same period ticket revenue is recognized based on the
predetermined prize structure for each game. Because the instant prize-winning tickets are randomly
distributed throughout the tickets, and some winning tickets will be lost, destroyed, or unredeemed for
other reasons, there will be differences between amounts accrued and the amounts actually paid. These
differences, denoted as unclaimed prizes, are recognized as a reduction of prize expense 181 days after
the close of each instant game and 181 days after each draw for on-line games, as prizes unclaimed for
180 days expire. Unclaimed prizes for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2023, totaled $4,242,614.

The activities of the Nebraska Lottery are accounted for as an enterprise fund. Enterprise funds are
used to account for governmental operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to
private business enterprises and where the governing body has decided that periodic determination of
revenues earned, expenses incurred, and net position is appropriate.
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D. Cash and Cash Equivalents

In addition to bank accounts and petty cash, this classification includes all short-term investments, such
as certificates of deposit, repurchase agreements, and U.S. treasury bills. These short-term investments
may have original maturities (remaining time to maturity at acquisition) greater than three months;
however, cash is available and is considered cash and cash equivalents for reporting purposes. These
investments are stated at cost, which at June 30, 2023, approximates market. Banks pledge collateral, as
required by law, to guarantee State funds held in time and demand deposits.

Cash and cash equivalents are under the control of the State Treasurer or other administrative bodies,
as determined by law. All cash deposited with the State Treasurer is initially maintained in a pooled cash
account. On a daily basis, the State Treasurer invests cash not needed for current operations with the
State's Investment Council, which maintains an operating investment pool for such investments. Interest
earned on these investments is allocated to funds based on their percentage of the investment pool.

E. Budgetary Process

The State's biennial budget cycle ends on June 30 of the odd-numbered years. By September 15, prior
to a biennium, the Nebraska Lottery and all other State agencies must submit their budget requests for
the biennium beginning the following July 1. The requests are submitted on forms that show estimated
funding requirements by programs, sub-programs, and activities. The Executive Branch reviews the
requests, establishes priorities, and balances the budget within the estimated resources available during
the upcoming biennium.

The Governor's budget bill is submitted to the Legislature in January. The Legislature considers revisions
to the bill and presents the appropriations bill to the Governor for signature. The Governor may: a)
approve the appropriations bill in its entirety; b) veto the bill; or ¢) line item veto certain sections of the bill.
Any vetoed bill or line item can be overridden by a three-fifths vote of the Legislature.

The approved appropriations will generally set spending limits for a particular program within the
agency. Within the agency or program, the Legislature may provide funding from one to five budgetary
fund types. Thus, the control is by fund type, within a program, within an agency.

Appropriations are usually made for each year of the biennium, with unexpended balances being
reappropriated at the end of the first year of the biennium. For most appropriations, balances lapse at the
end of the biennium.

All State budgetary expenditures for the enterprise fund type are made pursuant to the appropriations,
which may be amended by the Legislature, upon approval by the Governor. State agencies may reallocate
the appropriations between major objects of expenditure accounts, except that the Legislature’s approval
is required to exceed the personal service limitations contained in the appropriations bill. Increases in
total appropriations must also be approved by the Legislature as a deficit appropriations bill.

Revenues are not budgeted.
F. Receivables

Receivables are reported net of estimated allowances for uncollectible amounts, which are estimated
based upon past collection experience and current economic conditions.
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G. Capital Assets

Capital assets include equipment that is valued at cost when historical records are available and at
estimated historical cost when no historical records exist. Donated capital assets are valued at their
estimated fair market value on the date received. Generally, equipment that has a cost in excess of $5,000
at the date of acquisition and has an expected useful life of more than one year is capitalized. Computers
are an exception to this policy and are capitalized if they have a cost in excess of $1,500 and a useful life
of more than one year.

Equipment is depreciated using the straight-line method over the estimated useful life of three to
seven years.

H. Leases

The Lottery determines if an arrangement is a lease at inception. Long-term leases are included
in Right-to-Use (RTU) Assets and RTU Lease Liabilities on the Statement of Net Position. RTU assets
represent the Lottery's right to use an underlying asset for the lease term, and lease liabilities represent
the Lottery's obligation to make lease payments. RTU assets and liabilities are recognized at the present
value of lease payments over the lease term. The Lottery has elected to recognize payments for short-
term leases, those with a lease term of 12 months or less, as an expense as incurred. These leases are
not included as right to use assets or lease liabilities. The RTU assets are amortized over the shorter of the
lease term or the underlying asset useful life.

I. Compensated Absences

All permanent employees working for the Nebraska Lottery earn sick and annual leave and are
allowed to accumulate compensatory leave rather than being paid overtime. Temporary and intermittent
employees are not eligible for paid leave. The liability has been calculated using the vesting method, in
which leave amounts, for both employees currently eligible to receive termination payments and other
employees expected to become eligible in the future to receive such payments upon termination,
are included.

Nebraska Lottery employees accrue vested annual leave at a variable rate based on years of service.
Generally, accrued annual leave cannot exceed 35 days at the end of a calendar year.

Employees accrue sick leave at a variable rate based on years of service. In general, accrued sick
leave cannot exceed 180 days. There is no maximum limit on the accumulation of sick leave days for
employees under certain labor contracts. Sick leave is not vested except upon either death or reaching
the retirement eligibility age of 55, at which time the State is liable for 25 percent of the employee’s
accumulated sick leave. Employees under certain labor contracts can only be paid a maximum of 50
or 60 days.

The Nebraska Lottery's financial statements recognize the expense and accrued liability when vacation
and compensatory leave is earned or when sick leave is expected to be paid as termination payments.

J. Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities at June 30, 2023, and revenues and expenditures during the
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.
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K. Restatements

Government Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 87, Leases ("GASB 87") is effective for fiscal
years beginning after June 15, 2021. The Nebraska Lottery determined its lease activity was immaterial and
did not report a GASB 87 lease asset or liability for fiscal year 2022. However, following discussions with
the Department of Administrative Services (DAS), the Nebraska Lottery has reported its lease under GASB
87 requirements for fiscal year 2023 and has reduced its fiscal year 2022 ending net position by $7,392.
This will ensure the lease is reported consistently in both the Nebraska Lottery audit and the Statewide
Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR).

2.DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS

Investment of all available cash is made by the State Investment Officer on a daily basis, based on total
bank balances. These funds are held in the State of Nebraska Operating Investment Pool (OIP), an internal
investment pool. Additional information on the deposits and investments portfolio, including investment

policies, risks, and types of investments, can be found in the State of Nebraska's Annual Comprehensive
Financial Report (ACFR).

3. CONTINGENCIES AND COMMITMENTS

Risk Management. The Nebraska Lottery is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts, theft of,
damage to, or destruction of assets, errors or omissions, injuries to employees, and natural disasters.
The Nebraska Lottery, as part of the primary government for the State, participates in the State's
risk management program. The Nebraska Department of Administrative Services is responsible for
maintaining the insurance and self-insurance programs for the State. The State generally self-insures for
general liability, employee health care, employee indemnification, and workers' compensation. The State
has chosen to purchase insurance for:

A. Motor vehicle liability, which includes $4,700,000 with a self-insured retention of $300,000
(coverage includes hot pursuit). There is an additional one-time corridor retention of $300,000.
Insurance is also purchased, with various limits and deductibles, for physical damage and
uninsured and underinsured motorists. State agencies have the option to purchase coverage
for physical damage to vehicles. There is a $1,000 deductible for this coverage.

B. Life insurance for eligible employees.

C. Crime coverage, with a limit of $10,975,000 for each loss and a $25,000 self-insured retention
per incident subject to specific conditions, limits, and exclusions.

D. Real and personal property on a blanket basis for losses up to $200,700,000, with a self-insured
retention of $300,000 per loss occurrence. Newly acquired properties are covered up to $5
million for 90 days. If not reported after 90 days, the property is covered for $5 million under
the miscellaneous unnamed location coverage. There is a wind and hail limit on the real and
personal property of $76,250,000. The perils of flood, earthquake, and acts of terrorism have
various coverage, sub-limits, and self-insurance. State agencies have the option to purchase
building contents and inland marine coverage.
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Details of the various insurance coverages are available from the Nebraska Department of
Administrative Services - Risk Management Division.

No settlements exceeded commercial insurance coverage in any of the past three fiscal years. Workers'
compensation is funded in the Workers' Compensation Internal Service Fund through assessments
on each agency based on total agency payroll and past experience. Tort claims, theft of, damage to, or
destruction of assets, errors or omissions, and natural disasters would be funded through the State
General Fund or by individual agency assessments, as directed by the Legislature, unless covered
by purchased insurance. No amounts for estimated claims have been reported in the Nebraska
Lottery's financial statements. Health care insurance is funded in the Insurance Trust Funds through a
combination of employee and State contributions.

Litigation. The potential amount of liability involved in litigation pending against the Nebraska
Lottery, if any, could not be determined at this time. However, it is the Nebraska Lottery's opinion that
final settlement of those matters should not have an adverse effect on the Nebraska Lottery's ability to
administer current programs. Any judgment against the Nebraska Lottery would have to be processed
through the State Claims Board and be approved by the Legislature.

4. STATE EMPLOYEES RETIREMENT PLAN (PLAN)

The single-employer Plan became effective by statute on January 1, 1964. The Plan consists of a
defined contribution option and a cash balance benefit and is administered by the Nebraska Public
Employees Retirement Systems. The cash balance benefit is a type of defined benefit plan. Each member
employed and participating in the retirement system prior to January 1, 2003, elected either to continue
participation in the defined contribution option or to begin participation in the cash balance benefit. The
defined contribution option is closed to new entrants. All new members of the Plan on and after January
1, 2003, become members of the cash balance benefit. The benefits and funding policy of the Plan is
established and can only be amended by the Nebraska Legislature.

All permanent full-time employees are required to begin participation in the retirement system upon
employment. All permanent part-time employees, who have attained the age of 18 years, may exercise
the option to begin participation in the retirement system.

Contribution. Per statute, each member contributes 4.8% of his or her monthly compensation. The
Nebraska Lottery matches the member’s contribution at a rate of 156%. The employee’s and employer's
contributions are kept in separate accounts.

The employee’s account is fully vested. The employer’'s account is fully vested after a total of three
years of participation in the system, including credit for participation in another Nebraska governmental
plan prior to actual contribution to the Plan.

Defined Contribution Option. Upon attainment of age 55, regardless of service, the retirement
allowance is to be equal to the sum of the employee and employer accounts. Members have several
forms of payment available, including withdrawals, deferrals, annuities, or a combination of these.
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Cash Balance Benefit. Upon attainment of age 55, regardless of service, the retirement allowance
shall be equal to the accumulated employee and employer cash balance accounts, including interest
credits, annuitized for payment in the normal form. The normal form of payment is single life annuity
with five-year certain, payable monthly. Members have the option to convert their member cash balance
account to a monthly annuity with built in cost-of-living adjustments of 2.5% annually. Also available are
additional forms of payment allowed under the State Plan that are actuarially equivalent to the normal
form, including the option of lump-sum or partial lump-sum.

For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2023, employees contributed $63,316, and the Nebraska Lottery
contributed $98,773. A separate plan report is issued by and can be obtained from the Nebraska Public
Employees Retirement System. This report contains full pension-related disclosures.

The State of Nebraska Annual Comprehensive Financial Report (ACFR) also includes pension-related
disclosures. The ACFR report is available from the Nebraska Department of Administrative Services -
Accounting Division or on the Nebraska Auditor of Public Accounts’ website at auditors.nebraska.gov.

5. RECEIVABLES

Retailers comprised principally of grocery stores, convenience stores, and off-sale liquor stores serve
as the primary distribution channel for lottery sales to the general public. Retailers must pay for instant
lottery tickets 45 days after activation or when the pack is 70% validated, whichever comes first. Retailers
pay for on-line tickets each Wednesday for balances due through the previous Saturday. The retailers’
accounts receivable is net of allowance for uncollectible in the amount of $96,536.

The Nebraska Lottery is a member of the Multi-State Lottery Association (MUSL), which operates
games on behalf of participating state lotteries. Each MUSL member sells on-line game tickets through
its agents and makes weekly payments to MUSL in an amount equal to each game's prize structure, less
amounts retained for prizes paid directly to the winners by each member lottery. MUSL maintains prize
reserve funds on some of the games to serve as a contingency reserve to protect from unforeseen
prize liabilities. The money in these reserve funds is to be used at the discretion of the MUSL Board of
Directors. The prize reserve funds are refundable to MUSL members if MUSL disbands or if a member
leaves MUSL. Members leaving MUSL must wait at least one year before receiving their remaining share
of the prize reserve funds.

In addition, the Nebraska Lottery has $487,965 held by MUSL, reported on the Statement of Net
Position as Reserves on Deposit (Current), which can be used to pay the Nebraska Lottery's portion
of MUSL's operating budget, any MUSL legal expenses, and other expenses incurred by MUSL. These
funds are not tied directly to any MUSL game.

The Powerball® and Mega Millions® grand prizes can be paid either as annual installments or as
a lump sum cash payment, depending on the selection of the winner when claiming the prize. If the
winner selects annual installments, MUSL purchases bonds, which are held in trust to fund the future
installments. Maturities are staggered in order to provide adequate cash flow for each installment.
MUSL is responsible for paying amounts owed to the grand prize winners. The assets and related
liabilities are reflected in MUSL's financial statements and, therefore, are not reflected in the Nebraska
Lottery's financial statements.

The Lucky for Life® top two prize levels can be paid either through annuity payments for the life of
the winner or as a lump sum cash payment, depending on the selection of the winner when claiming
the prize. If a Nebraska winner selects the annuity, the Nebraska Lottery has a contract with MUSL so
that MUSL will secure bids from financial services companies to provide the annual payments directly
to the winner. Each participating jurisdiction contributes a proportionate share to fund the annuity or
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lump sum payment. During this fiscal year, there was only one second-tier winner. There was no annuity
as the winner chose the cash option.

9. SIGNIFICANT COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS

Article Ill, § 24, of the Nebraska Constitution sets out the basic requirements for the transfer of lottery
proceeds to certain beneficiary funds, specifying that a portion of those revenues are to “be used for
education as the Legislature may direct[.]”

Neb. Rev. Stat. § 9-812(2) (Reissue 2022) offers the following legislative directive for the transfer of
lottery proceeds:

A portion of the dollar amount of the lottery tickets which have been sold on an annualized basis shall be
transferred from the State Lottery Operation Trust Fund to the Education Innovation Fund, the Nebraska
Opportunity Grant Fund, the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund, the Nebraska Environmental Trust
Fund, the Nebraska State Fair Board, and the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund as provided in
subsection (3) of this section. The dollar amount transferred pursuant to this subsection shall equal the
greater of (a) the dollar amount transferred to the funds in fiscal year 2002-03 or (b) any amount which
constitutes at least twenty-two percent and no more than twenty-five percent of the dollar amount of the
lottery tickets which have been sold on an annualized basis. To the extent that funds are available, the Tax
Commissioner and director may authorize a transfer exceeding twenty-five percent of the dollar amount
of the lottery tickets sold on an annualized basis.

Additionally, § 9-812(3) provides these further instructions:

Of the money available to be transferred to the Education Innovation fund, the Nebraska Opportunity
Grant Fund, the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund, the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund, the
Nebraska State Fair Board, and the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance fund:

(a) The first five hundred thousand dollars shall be transferred to the Compulsive Gamblers
Assistance Fund to be used as provided in section 9-1006;

(b) Beginning July 1, 2016, forty-four and one-half percent of the money remaining after the payment
of prizes and operating expenses and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance
Fund shall be transferred to the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund;
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(c) Forty-four and one-half percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes and
operating expenses and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be
transferred to the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund to be used as provided in the Nebraska
Environmental Trust Act;

(d) Ten percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating expenses

and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the
Nebraska State Fair Board if the most populous city within the county in which the fair is located
provides matching funds equivalent to ten percent of the funds available for transfer. Such
matching funds may be obtained from the city and any other private or public entity, except

that no portion of such matching funds shall be provided by the state. If the Nebraska State Fair
ceases operations, ten percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating
expenses and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred
to the General Fund, and

(e) One percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating expenses
and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the
Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund to be used as provided in section 9-1006.

As required under its enabling legislation, transfers of $55,765,983 were made to other funds during
the fiscal year

The Nebraska Lottery develops game structures to comply with the minimum prize provision of its
enabling legislation, which requires a minimum of 40 percent to be paid in prizes.

The Nebraska Lottery compares the social security number of each winner who has a per-wager
prize in excess of $500 against a list of social security numbers having an outstanding State tax liability
or delinquent child support payments. Any delinquent payments are withheld from winnings and
forwarded to the appropriate State agency. During the fiscal year, the Nebraska Lottery collected
$36,357 in delinquent State taxes and $31,009 in delinquent child support payments.

Operating Transfers In/Out will not balance, and Due To/From Other Funds will not balance, within
the Nebraska Lottery's financial statements, as the Nebraska Lottery represents only part of the State's
primary government.

10. NET POSITION

The Nebraska Lottery's unrestricted net position represents funds not legally restricted for any
specific purpose; however, the funds may be used only to fund additional prize pay-outs, transfers
to the beneficiary funds, or additional operating expenses of the Nebraska Lottery. Management's
intention is to use the unrestricted net position to fund additional prize pay-outs, retailer incentives,
and other game enhancements.
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11. LEASES

The Nebraska Lottery leases office space at 137 NW 17th Street in Lincoln, Nebraska. The current lease
contains extensions that can be exercised providing the opportunity to go through June 2037. As of June
30, 2023, the value of the Right to Use Lease Liability was $1,076,996. The value of the Right to Use Lease
Asset was $1,211,941, and the related accumulated amortization was $148,145. The lease arrangement
requires payments for utility and janitorial services that are excluded from the lease liability calculation as
non-lease components. Below is the principal and interest payment disclosure requirement for this lease.
