(4) The Clerk of the Legislature shall provide copies of the session

laws, journal, and statutes for distribution to judges, county officers

and offices, state officers and agencies, libraries, and other persons

pursuant to a policy adopted by the Executive Board of the Legislative

Council. The clerk shall distribute such copies by the most expeditious

and economic means as the clerk determines pursuant to the policy adopted

by the executive board. Any person may send a request to the clerk for

printed copies of the session laws, journal, or statutes and shall pay
