Introduced by Executive Board.

1. Strike the original sections and insert the following new1

sections:2

Section 1.  (1) The Clerk of the Legislature is authorized to3

distribute the session laws, the journal of the Legislature, and the4

statutes of the state. The session laws, journal, and statutes may be5

published in print or electronic format or in both formats.6

(2) The session laws and journal shall be compiled and published by7

the Clerk of the Legislature after each regular session of the8

Legislature. The session laws shall contain all the laws passed by the9

preceding session as well as those passed during any special session10

since the last regular session. The session laws shall also contain a11

certified copy of the Constitution of Nebraska as required by section12

49-1701. The clerk shall distribute one copy of the session laws and the13

journal to each member of the Legislature and shall distribute a second14

copy to any member of the Legislature upon such member's request.15

(3) The Revisor of Statutes shall cause the statutes to be printed16

pursuant to section 49-704 and the policy described in subsection (4) of17

this section. The printer shall deliver all completed copies to the Clerk18

of the Legislature for distribution.19

(4) The Clerk of the Legislature shall provide copies of the session20

laws, journal, and statutes for distribution to judges, county officers21

and offices, state officers and agencies, libraries, and other persons22

pursuant to a policy adopted by the Executive Board of the Legislative23

Council. The clerk shall distribute such copies by the most expeditious24

and economic means as the clerk determines pursuant to the policy adopted25

by the executive board. Any person may send a request to the clerk for26

printed copies of the session laws, journal, or statutes and shall pay27
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the cost of production and delivery of such copies as such costs are1

determined by the clerk based on prices prescribed by the executive board2

pursuant to the policy. The clerk may sell or otherwise dispose of copies3

determined to be surplus or superseded pursuant to the policy.4

49-501 The Secretary of State is hereby authorized to distribute the7

laws and journals of the state.8

Sec. 3. Section 49-501.01, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is10

amended to read:11

49-501.01 The session laws and journal of the Legislature shall be12

compiled and published by the Clerk of the Legislature after each regular13

session of the Legislature. The session laws and journal may be published14

in print or electronic format or in both formats. The session laws shall15

contain all the laws passed by the preceding session as well as those16

passed during any special session since the last regular session. The17

session laws shall also contain a certified copy of the Constitution of18

Nebraska as required by section 49-1701. The clerk shall distribute one19

copy of the session laws and journal to each person who was a member of20

the Legislature by which the laws were enacted and shall distribute a21

second copy to any such person upon such person's his or her request. The22

clerk shall provide the session laws and journals to the Secretary of23

State for distribution pursuant to sections 49-501 to 49-509.01.24

Sec. 4. Section 49-502, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is26

amended to read:27

49-502 The county clerk shall distribute one copy of the session28

laws to the clerk of the district court for the use of the district court29

in all counties of the state except Lancaster and Douglas Counties, and30

in those counties one copy for each district judge in the county, to the31
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judge of the county court, to the county attorney, and to the county law1

library. The county clerk He or she shall also reserve one copy each of2

the laws and journals for the county clerk's own use himself or herself3

and give one copy to each clerk magistrate in the county.4

49-503 The county clerk of each county shall make a requisition to8

upon the Secretary of State for copies of the session laws and the9

journal of the Legislature for the use of such the county of which he or10

she is clerk. The county clerk shall make the requisition for session11

laws based on the classification of the county by population as provided12

in section 23-1114.01. A Class 1 county may request a maximum of three13

sets, a Class 2 county may request a maximum of five sets, a Class 314

county may request a maximum of seven sets, a Class 4 county may request15

a maximum of ten sets, a Class 5 county may request a maximum of twelve16

sets, a Class 6 county may request a maximum of twenty sets, and a Class17

7 county may request a maximum of twenty-five sets. The county clerk18

shall make a requisition for less than the maximum amount authorized if19

the county clerk he or she finds that a lesser amount is sufficient for20

the needs of the county. The county clerk shall make a requisition for21

one copy of the journal of the Legislature. The Secretary of State shall22

forward the session laws and journal to each county by the most23

expeditious and economic means and in print or electronic format as he or24

she determines, upon recommendation by the Clerk of the Legislature and25

approval of the Executive Board of the Legislative Council.26

One copy of the session laws shall be delivered to the Lieutenant21

Reporter of Decisions, the State Court Administrator, the State Fire23

Marshal, the Department of Administrative Services, the Department of24

Agriculture, the Department of Banking and Finance, the State Department25

Librarian shall determine whether the copies issued are in print or a11

reasonably available electronic format, upon recommendation by the Clerk12

of the Legislature and approval of the Executive Board of the Legislative13

Council.14

two years have elapsed from the date of publication, the court may sell30

any bound print copies of the session laws and journals at a price of31
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twenty-five cents per volume. Any remaining copies of the session laws1

Such These copies shall be held and disposed of by the court as27

follows: Sixty copies to the State Library to exchange for statutes of28

other states; five copies to the State Library to keep for daily use; not29

to exceed twenty-five copies to the Legislative Council for bill drafting30

and related services to the Legislature and executive state officers; as31
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many copies to the Attorney General as there are he or she has attorneys1

on the Attorney General's his or her staff; as many copies to the2

Commission on Public Advocacy as it has attorneys on its staff; up to3

sixteen copies to the State Court Administrator; thirteen copies to the4

Tax Commissioner; eight copies to the Nebraska Publications5

Clearinghouse; six copies to the Public Service Commission; four copies6

direction, of the supplements and reissued or replacement volumes to the2

statutes of Nebraska.3

(2) The Revisor of Statutes shall cause a sufficient number of4

copies of such volumes to be printed under contract according to5

specifications to be formulated by the Revisor of Statutes after taking6

into consideration the requests made pursuant to the policy described in7

section 1 of this act.8

Sec. 15. Section 49-707, Revised Statutes Cumulative Supplement,9

2024, is amended to read:10

49-707 The supplements and reissued or replacement volumes of the11

statutes of Nebraska shall be sold and distributed by the Clerk of the12

Legislature Supreme Court at such price as shall be prescribed by the13

Executive Board of the Legislative Council pursuant to the policy14

described in section 1 of this act, which price shall be sufficient to15

recover all costs of publication and distribution.16

The Supreme Court may sell for one dollar per volume any compilation17

or revision of the statutes of Nebraska that has been superseded by a18

later official revision, compilation, or replacement volume. The Supreme19

Court may dispose of any unsold superseded volumes in any manner it deems20

proper.21

All money received by the Clerk of the Legislature Supreme Court22

from the sale of the supplements and reissued or replacement volumes23

shall be paid into the state treasury to the credit of the Nebraska24

Statutes Cash Fund or the Nebraska Statutes Distribution Cash Fund, as25

appropriate. That portion of the money received that represents the costs26

of publication shall be credited to the Nebraska Statutes Cash Fund, and27

that portion of the money received that represents the costs of28

distribution shall be credited to the Nebraska Statutes Distribution Cash29

Fund. The Clerk of the Legislature court shall take receipts for all such30

money paid into the funds.31

Supplements and reissued volumes shall be furnished and delivered1

free of charge in the same number and to the same parties as are2

designated in section 49-617.3

Sec. 16. Section 49-708, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is4

amended to read:5

49-708 The Nebraska Statutes Cash Fund is created. The fund shall6

consist of funds received pursuant to section 49-707. The fund shall be7

used by the Revisor of Statutes to perform the duties required by8

subdivision (4) of section 49-702 and section 49-704, except that9

transfers may be made from the fund to the General Fund at the direction10

of the Legislature. Any money in the Nebraska Statutes Cash Fund11

available for investment shall be invested by the state investment12

officer pursuant to the Nebraska Capital Expansion Act and the Nebraska13

State Funds Investment Act.14

The Nebraska Statutes Distribution Cash Fund is created. The fund15

shall consist of funds received pursuant to section 49-707. The fund16

shall be used by the Clerk of the Legislature Supreme Court to perform17

the duties required by such section. Any money in the fund available for18

investment shall be invested by the state investment officer pursuant to19

the Nebraska Capital Expansion Act and the Nebraska State Funds20

49-1701 (1) Following each statewide election at which an amendment24

to the Constitution of Nebraska is adopted Except as provided in25

subsection (6) of this section, following each regular session of the26

Legislature, the Revisor of Statutes shall compile an updated copy of the27

Constitution of Nebraska, showing all sections as they exist at that time28

and including notes after the end of each section as follows:29

(a) For each section, the Revisor of Statutes shall provide a note30

referencing the source of such section and any amendments thereto;31
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(b) If a section is declared unconstitutional or inoperative, in1

whole or in part, by the final judgment of a federal court or the2

Nebraska Supreme Court, the Revisor of Statutes shall provide a note to3

that effect. The Attorney General shall assist the Revisor of Statutes in4

complying with this subdivision by promptly notifying the Revisor of5

Statutes when any section is declared unconstitutional or inoperative;6

and7

(c) For any section, the Revisor of Statutes may provide additional8

notes at his or her discretion.9

(2) Within ten calendar days after the board of state canvassers10

completes the canvass of a statewide election at which an amendment to11

the Constitution of Nebraska is adopted, the Revisor of Statutes shall12

The Revisor of Statutes shall, within two days after the Legislature has13

adjourned sine die, transmit the updated copy of the Constitution of14

Nebraska as compiled under subsection (1) of this section to the15

Secretary of State for his or her review to determine whether the updated16

copy accurately reflects the text of the Constitution of Nebraska as it17

exists at that time. If the Secretary of State determines that any18

changes are necessary, he or she shall, within five days after receipt of19

the updated copy, notify the Revisor of Statutes of the changes. The20

Revisor of Statutes shall make such changes and then promptly return the21

updated copy to the Secretary of State for further review. If the22

Secretary of State determines that no changes are necessary or that all23

necessary changes have been made by the Revisor of Statutes, the24

Secretary of State shall promptly certify the updated copy as an accurate25

reflection of the text of the Constitution of Nebraska as it exists at26

that time and . The Secretary of State shall then transmit the certified27

copy to the Clerk of the Legislature for distribution no later than ten28

days after the Legislature has adjourned sine die.29

(3) After receiving the certified copy of the Constitution of30

Nebraska from the Secretary of State pursuant to subsection (2) of this31
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section, the Clerk of the Legislature shall:1

(a) Make the certified copy available in electronic form on the2

Legislature’s website;3

(b) Include the certified copy in the session laws compiled and4

published pursuant to section 49-501.01 or section 1 of this act; and5

(c) Print pamphlets of the certified copy for distribution to the6

public upon request.7

(4) The certified copies printed by the Clerk of the Legislature8

pursuant to subdivisions (3)(b) and (3)(c) of this section shall9

constitute the official version of the Constitution of Nebraska and may10

be cited as prima facie evidence of the law in all courts of this state.11

(5) The Secretary of State shall maintain in his or her office a12

copy of every edition of the Constitution of Nebraska certified pursuant13

to this section.14

(6) Following any other statewide general election regular session15

of the Legislature, if the Revisor of Statutes determines that there have16

been no changes to the text of the Constitution of Nebraska and no17

changes to the notes required by subsection (1) of this section, the18

Revisor of Statutes may decide not to compile an updated copy of the19

Constitution of Nebraska for that year. If the Revisor of Statutes20

decides not to compile an updated copy for the year, he or she shall21

notify the Secretary of State and the Clerk of the Legislature of such22

fact and shall transmit the updated copy to the Secretary of State for23

his or her review and certification under subsection (2) and the Clerk of24

the Legislature shall continue to use the most recent year’s certified25

copy for purposes of subsection (3) of this section.26
