In accordance with Neb. Rev. Stat. § 69-2409.01, the Nebraska State Patrol and the Department of 
Health and Human Services are providing the following information about mental health commitments:

(e) The number of hours or days, if any, during which the database was unable to share records with 
the National Instant Criminal Background Check System and the reason for such inability.
