Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 998 broadens a Nebraska National Guard member’s eligibility to claim 100% of their income derived from their
service from their federal adjusted gross income (AGI). It does this by broadening the language to encompass all
service under Title 10 and Title 32 of the United States Code, instead of the current enumerated list of duty statuses.
