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SENATOR NORE: Oh, yes. Well don't you suppose there will be

some other coverage, I think this whole business 1s a selfish

interest, and I think we should, I believe what Senator DeCamp
says, let's oven this thine up wide open to the public and let
the chips fall where they may.

SPEAKER: Senator Richendifer.

SENATOR RICHENDIFER: Mr. Speaker I have to agree with Senator
DeCamp and Senator Barnett both on this issue, but I would say
let’s get down to the business, what we are here for now.

SPEAKER: Senator Syas.

SENATOR SYAS: Just wish to say, let's have an understanding,

anybody can come ir here and take TV that wants to, as long as
they stay out of the way and do not interfer with the hezaring

so moved.

SPEAKER: 1Is there any further discussion, now the motion is
Senator Simpson's motion, that Cable television be excluded
from this Chamber, for the hearing on the ERA resolution on
Thursday, Senator Carpenter.

SENATOR CARPENTER: Just a point of order. We've got rules
which have been adopted says anyone in the area of the news
can do what they want to in the dissemination of news 1in

this body or any committee. Now we just can't do what Senator
Simpson wants, irrespective of it's merits in my judgement,

so I don't think the argument has any particular effect one
way or the other. We've sald what we do in this body, in the
committee is open to everyone in this State as it should be.
Now Cable television has a right to disseminate news, they
have their own pregrams, they are in the same status as the
public television, the same status as KMTV or anyone else, and
what you're trying to do, you just can't do it in my judgement
under the present rules.

SPEAKER: Senator Simpson dc you wish to close on your motion?

SENATOR SIMPSON: Mr. President and members of the legislature,
I disagree with Senator Carpenter, I think we have an entirely
different issue here, we are talking about someone who is
charging for peoole on the cther end to see their programs,
they only have a partial coverage, people are not able to be
covered 1f they want to be, they want to tome in and take some
shots of this fine, and show it later as quips in the same

as the cther television stations will do, the other stations
are open and everyone has the opportunity, the thing I object
to is we do not allow anyone to come in here and take live
television shots, except ETV and I think it ought to stay that
way.

SPEAKER: Senator Simpson has closed, do you have a question
for Senator Simpson, Senator DeCamp?

SENATOR DECAMP: Yes I do, I have two questions, I'll just ask
them very quickly and let him answer them after I get them both
out. First of all, does he consider this hearing 1n any way a
news event, and second, let us assume for instance, that anybody
walked in there with a camera and took a picture of Senator
Chambers waving his arms, later took 1t out and sold it, how

is he golng to stop this thing. In other words, it's a news
event, whether, if the Cable TV or somebody else making a
profit, a profit protential exists on any news event, now how
is:he going to solve that problem?
