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Amendment and this has been held by the Federal courts time
after time. So they have full protection now. They have
many advantages and why take it away from them. I hope you
will vote for the adoption of the resolution.

SPEAKER: Question is, shall Legislative Resolution 89 be
adopted. All those in favor will vote aye, all opposed
will vote no. This is the motion to adopt Legislative
Resolution f9.

CLERK: Mr. President, we have a resolution for a roll call
vote, signed Senator Chambers.

SPEAKER: Senator chambers asks for a roll call vote. Cler
will clear the board.

CLERK: Roll call vote taken.

SPEAKER: Senator DeCamp for what purpose do you riseY

DECAMP: Changing from no to aye, for purposes of reconsider­
ation when we discover we can't legally do what we 've gust
done •

SPEAKER: Senator DeCamp changing from no to aye. Senator
DeCamp changing from no to aye, for purposes of reconsidexation.
31 ages, 17 nays, 1 not voting. Legislative Resolution y9
is adopted. Chair recognizes Senator Simpson.

SIMPSON: Mr. President, members of the Legislature. Not
to throw a cloud on the action we have taken, I think we have
done now exactly what we a, said we did a year ago. You
hurriedly suspend the rules and adopted something and I take
you to page 38, rule 7, under Section 4, the second paragraph,
states that, under a, ceasing debate, there can be no
amendments to the Bill and after the motion to cease debate,
we did put on the Amendment to change the number on the
Resolution. So I' ll throw this cloud on what you' ve done
and let you make the decision.

SPEAKER: Senator Carpenter for what purpose do you rise.
We have nothing before the body.

CARPENTER: Just a point of order. What happens to the
Resolution now as its passed.

SPE4ER: The Chairs understanding is that it is treated the
same as a Bill and it is, has now been adopted and that
is the form in which it is adopted.

CARPENTER: But where does it go to from now.

SPEAKER: Pursuing to the Resolution, it will be delivered to
the Secretary of State who is instructed by terms of the
Resolution to forward it to the Secretary, a to the Administrator
of General Services in Washington and then to the Presidential
Senator to be enacted.

CARPENTER: And I move the Resolution be expedited in order to
give those people, think we' re illegal a change to do something
about it. If it happens like it happens last time, it was
illegal then, but when we set up this budget, the Federal
Congress don't care if its legal or not, snd this State will
be one of the first States which has reversed itself and
probably will result in the lack of States doing enough in
order to and preclude this Amendment from being effective as
many people would like to have it. So I move to expedite the
Resolution, move it on.

SPEAKER: Are there any obgections to expedite it. Senator
