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SENATOR SYAS: Well, the way I read it it does.
PRESIDENT: He's asking you to...

SENATOR SYAC: 16 years or older, it applies to them where you
have to have the license the way I read 1t.

SENATOR DUIS: I understand about having a license but I'm
understanding about the fact that you're not allowing them
to pick up a turtle.

SENATOR SYAS: 1In season.
SENATOR DUIS: What in the world is the season cn a turtle?

SENATOR SYAS: We haven't got one right now. But that allows,
this bill allows the Game Commission to set seasons on turtles.
We naven't got one right now. We do have seasons on bullfrogs
now. Ve do not have seasons on salamanders rignt now, we do
not have seasons on mussels.

PRESIDENT: Senator Duis.

SENATOR DUIS: No, well, Senator Syas, really I'm serious
about this.

SENATOR SYAS: I'm answering you seriously.

SENATOR DUIS: And I don't think that your bill would prohibit
a youngster being caught with a turtle from being fined.

SENATOR SYAS: Oh, I don't think it will do a thing to him.
SENATOR DUIS: You don't?

SENATOR SYAS: Huh uh. You've got an amendment, go ahead and
put it in there.

SENATOR DUIS: No, but I seriously...

SENATOR SYAS: The way I read it a person under 16 doesn't
have to have a license to do these things but when we do set
a season on them, of ccurse, naturally, they'll have to go
by the season.

PRESIDENT: Let's see if somebody else has some input here,
Senator Syas. Senator Dickinson, did you wish to be heard
on the bill?

CLERK: I have an amendment from Senator Dickinson, Hr.
President.

PRESIDENT: All rignht, let's read the amendment.
CLERK: Reads amendment.
PRESIDENT: Okay, Senator Dickinson.

SENATOR DICKINSON: Mr. President and members of the body,
and Senator Stahmer I agree with all your beautiful philosophy
but I don't think that anybody here wants to eat crow. That
isn't the reason I want this amendment, this word stricken
however. The nighways in lebraska, nearly all of them, even
in the more sparsely settled areas are well traveled. This
is an open invitation for people to drive up and down the
roads with a rifle sticking out a car window shooting at
crows off in the field and as a rural resident, I've had
some near bitter experiences with things that have happened
around our particular farm with losing animals and fernce
chargers and what have you that people are promiscuously
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
