PRESIDENT: Senator Richard Lewis.

SENATOR RICHARD LEWIS: I would move the adoption of this
amendment .

PRESIDENT: Do you need to discuss this. All right. All right
then, the question is, if you are in favor of adopting that
particular amendment please say aye, those opposed say no.

All right, those amendments are adopted. That amendment is
adopted, excuse me.

CLERK: Amendment by Senator Richard Lewls on page 861 of
Journal (read)

PRESIDENT: SEnator Richard Lewis. Page 861 According to
the usual rellable sources.

SENATOR RICHARD LEWIS: . I move adoption of the amendment. While
I'm trying to locate it in the bill.

PRESIDENT: Stand by.

SENATOR RICHARD LEWIS: O.K. I found it. I still move adoption
of the amendment.

PRESIDENT: All right, Senator Frank Lewis. Well, Mr. President

SENATOR FRANK LEWIS: Well, Mr. President, the section as you

have noted 1f you are there. This would make the bill applicable

to municipalities, power districts, irrigation districts, electrical
memberships, cooperative assoclations, etc. And I suspect maybe

the purpose of the bill is to bring the eminent opposition to

the bill, and I would adamantly oppose the deletion of that

section 15.

the amendment which in essence was the white bill, that is the
one that has been adopted now.
