SENATOR DeCAMP: Move the amendments. As I said, I will
get that other one on Select. I would have to get to
the bill drafter to do 1it.

SENATOR MARSH: We are ready to vote on the amended amend-
ments to the bill, number LB 220. Have you all voted?
This takes 25 votes to adopt. Have you all voted? The
Clerk will record. Senator DeCamp.

SENATOR DeCAMP: Madam President, I know it 1s running
late and I hate to call for a Call of the House but I
don't see any way to get these handled unless we do.
Everybody 1is gone now to different meetings.

SENATOR MARSH: The request for a Call of the House has
been made. Please indicate your preference. Senator
Marsh voting aye.

CLERK: Senator Marsh voting aye. 11 ayes, 0 nays to
go under Call, Madam President.

SENATOR MARSH: The House is under Call. Please indicate
your presence.

CLERK: Senator Fowler voting aye; Senator Newell voting
aye; Senator Koch voting aye; Senator...

SENATOR MARSH: The Clerk will announce the vote.

CLERK: 25 ayes, 0 nays on the adoption of the committee
amendments, Madam President.

SENATOR MARSH: The committee amendments are adopted. I
now recognize Senator Kelly.

SENATOR KELLY: Madam President, I request we remove the
Call.

SENATOR MARSH: The Call is raised.

SENATOR KELLY: Madam President, members of the Nebraska
Unicameral Legislature, LB 220 as amended carries three
cleanup bills for the Department of Banking. The original
bill, LB 220, has to do with the amounts of money that can
be loaned on a second mortgage and does away with the

record amount as to the actual amount. Example, a $10,000
mortgage which is half paid off would only owe $5,000. The
statutes say that their 80% that they could locan would be the
$10,000 of the original mortgage. It is much more factual
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
