SPEAKER MARVEL: The motion is the adoption of the Warner
amendment to LB 494. All those in favor vote aye, opposed
no. Have you all voted'? Senator Warner.

SENATOR WARNER: Mr. President, I guess I will have to ask
for a Call of the House. It would look bad to get beat with
twenty-seven not voting.

SPEAKER MARVEL: The question... Do you want to clear the
board, Mr. Clerk, Shall the House go under Call is the
issue. All those in favor vote aye, opposed no. Record.

CLERK: 12 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, to go under Call.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Motion is carried. The House is under Call.
All legislators please take theiz' seats. Record your presence.
Have you all recorded your presence? We are all under Call
and legislators must take theiz seats. Senator Maresh,
Senator Hefner, Senator Cullan, Senator Haberman, Senator
Newell, Senator Kelly, Senator Clark.

CLERK: (Read roll call vote found on page 1738 of the
Legislative Journal.) 14 ayes, 25 nays, Mr. President.

CLERK: Mr. President, Senatoz Koch moves to indefinitely
postpone LB 494 .

SPEAKER MARVEL: Okay, the motion is on the indefinite
postponement of the bill.
