CLERK: Mr. President, Senator Newell then has an amendment
trat can be found on page 148 of the Legislative Journal.

SENATOR NEWELL: Mr. President, members of the body, this
does a couple of things. It makes the effective date of
the act July 1, 1980 instead of 1979. No, 1t was July 1,
1980. Tt now Just makes it the normal effective date of
the act. It is Just some cleanup provisions. It just
changes 1t so that it goes into effect when it normally
would and changes the date to make it one year later.

So for that reason, I ask adoption.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Your motion 1is the adoption of the amend-
ment you jJust discussed, is that right?

SENATOR NEWELL: That 1s correct.
SPEAKER MARVEL: Is there any designation on that amendment?
CLERK: It is the one on page 148 of the Journal.

SPEAKER MARVEL: All theose in favor of the adoption of the
Newell amendment as discussed vote aye, opposed no. We
are voting on the Newell amendment as discussed. Have you
all voted? Have you all voted? Record.

CLERK: 26 ayes, 0 nays on the motion to adopt, Mr. Pres-
ident.

SPEAKER MARVEL: Motion carries. The amendment 1s adopted.

CLERK: Yes. Mr. President, Senator Johnson moves to amend:

SPEAKER MARVEL: Senator Johnson.

SENATOR JOHNSON: Mr. Speaker, members of the body, this is
an amendment that 1s an important amendment. It railses

one of those strong philosophic questions about the act.
Now Senator Newell's act as amended by the committee really
covers three distinct areas. One of the areas deals with
the avallability of records when the adooted child becomes
twenty-five. Another area deals with the availablility of
medical records concerning an adopted child so that the
adopted parents have those records at the very outset. And
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
