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manufacturing on the spur of the moment that dealt with when
rendition of Judgment occurs for purposes of filing an appeal.
I offered a bill. The Bar Association persuaded the Judiciary
Committee not to act on the bill promising that in the interim
they were going to deal with that subject and bring a bill in
on that and other matters related to it. That bill has not
been brought in by the Bar Association and the confusion that
relates to rendit1on of a )udgment continues to exist in the
law. So, I don't trust the Bar Association on mattersof great
crucial import. This bill is too important for me to let the
same people who have been perfidious in the past to pretend to
be genuinely interested when they tricked me before...

SENATOR CHAMBERS: ...To be twice bitten by the same dog is
foolish and, Senator Beutler, there are occasions when the law
alllows one bite, one free bite. They had their free one on me
and I think I told you that I felt you were a straightforward
honest person, that you were not trying to mislead but I told
you we had some fundamental differences on this b111 and what
it does and that you were put in a bad questionable position.
Now I sa1d it then and I say it again, but what I am standing
f or now i s t o support Senator Marsh's motion and I know my time
i s up .

SENATOR KELLY: Mr. Speaker, members of the Nebraska Unicameral
